' 30.01  COMPENSATION.
(A)
The compensation of the Mayor and the compensation of each Council Member shall be established from time to time by City Council ordinance, pursuant to M.S. ' 415.11, as it may be amended from time to time.

In addition thereto, either the Mayor or Council Members may be reimbursed for expenses ordinarily necessary for the performance of their duties, upon filing a claim and upon approval by the City Council pursuant to ' 30.21(B)(13) of this code.

' 30.02  COMMITTEES.
Committees shall be appointed by the Mayor, and the first person named on the committee shall be chairperson thereof.  It shall be the duty of each committee to act promptly and faithfully in all matters referred to it, and to make its report at the next meeting of the Council.

' 30.03  EFFECTIVE DATE.
This chapter shall become effective upon its passage and publication according to law and with salaries paid after January 1, 1989.

MEETINGS; RULES OF PROCEDURE
' 30.15  TIME AND LOCATION.
The City Council shall have regular sessions on the first and third Mondays after the first Sunday of each month at 7:30 p.m.  If the date falls on a holiday, the Council shall have its regular session on the next following day.  Adjourned and special meetings may be held at any time the Council deems proper.  The City Clerk shall cause proper notice to be posted according to the State Open Meeting Law prior to any special meeting.  All meetings shall be held in the City Hall, except when an alternate location is designated by the presiding officer.

' 30.16  SPECIAL MEETINGS.
The Mayor or any 2 members of the City Council may call a special meeting of the City Council upon at least 24 hours written notice to each member of the City Council.  This notice shall be delivered personally to each member or shall be left at the member=s usual place of residence with some responsible person.  Pursuant to M.S. Ch. 16D, as it may be amended from time to time, written notice of any special meeting shall be posted giving the date, time, place and purpose of the meeting at least 3 days before the meeting.  Written notice shall be mailed at least 3 days before the meeting to anyone who has filed a written request for notice of special meetings.  In calculating the 3 days, if the last day falls on a Saturday, Sunday or legal holiday, the next regular business day shall be counted as the third day.

' 30.17  MEETINGS OPEN TO THE PUBLIC.
All sessions of the Council shall be public.  No person other than the Mayor and other Members of the Council shall be admitted within the bar of the Council, except city officers.  No person other than a Member shall address the Council except with the consent of the Members present or by a vote of a majority of the Members present.  The Chief of Police shall appear at meetings of the Council and preserve order in the room.

' 30.18  PRESIDING OFFICER.
The Mayor shall preside at all meetings of the Council.  In the absence of the Mayor, the Vice Mayor shall preside.  In the absence of both, the Members shall elect 1 of their number a temporary chairperson.  The Vice Mayor and temporary chairperson when occupying the place of the Mayor shall have the same privileges as other Members.

' 30.19  MAYOR; POWERS AS CHAIRPERSON.
The Mayor shall preserve order and decorum and shall decide questions of order subject to an appeal to the Council.  The Mayor may make motions, second motions, or speak on any question; provided, however, that in order to do so, upon demand of any 1 Council Member, he or she shall vacate the chair and designate a Member to preside temporarily.  The Mayor shall be entitled to vote like other Members of the Council.

' 30.20  MEETING MINUTES.
(A)
Minutes of the meeting shall be kept by the Clerk.  They shall be signed by the Clerk, and shall constitute an official record of the Council proceedings.  Upon approval of the minutes at a subsequent meeting of the Council, the Mayor shall sign the minutes.  Lack of the Mayor=s signature or Council approval shall not invalidate the minutes as official records.

(B)
In the event the Clerk shall fail or decline to amend or change his or her minutes, upon informal request, at the time they are submitted for approval, the Council may by motion carried by majority vote amend the minutes.  This amending motion shall become a part of the minutes of the subsequent meeting.

' 30.21  ORDER OF BUSINESS.
(A)
At the hour appointed for meeting, the Council Members shall be called to order by the Mayor, and in his or her absence by the Vice Mayor, and in the absence of both, by the Clerk.  The Clerk shall call the roll, note the absentees, and announce whether a quorum be present.  In the absence of the Clerk, the Mayor shall appoint a secretary pro tem.  

(B)
Upon the appearance of a quorum, the Council shall proceed to business, which shall be conducted in the following order:

' 30.22  QUORUM.
At all meetings of the Council, a majority of the Council Members elected shall constitute a quorum to do business, but a minority may adjourn from day to day and may compel the attendance of absentees by a fine not exceeding an amount as set by Council ordinance or resolution for each offense, unless a reasonable excuse be offered.

' 30.23  SPEAKING.
Every Council Member, previous to his or her speaking, shall address the chairperson and shall not proceed until he or she has been recognized by the chairperson.  The Member shall indulge in no personalities and speak no more than twice on any question, nor more than 5 minutes each time without unanimous consent of the Council.  A Member called to order shall immediately suspend his or her remarks until the point of order is decided by the chairperson.

' 30.24  MOTIONS; RESOLUTIONS; DEBATE.
(A)
Every motion except to adjourn, postpone, reconsider, commit, lay on the table, or for the previous question, shall be receded to writing if the chairperson or any Council Member requires it; when made and seconded, it shall be stated by the chairperson or if written shall be read by the Clerk.  A motion may be withdrawn before decision or amendment, or any disposition thereof has been made, or a vote taken thereon.  All resolutions shall be in writing.

(B)
When a question is under debate, no motion shall be entertained, unless to adjourn, to lay on the table, to act on the previous question, to postpone, to commit, or to amend, which several motions shall have precedence in the order in which they are named, and the first 3 shall be decided without debate.

' 30.25  PASSED ORDINANCES; RECORDING.
After an ordinance shall have passed, a complete and accurate copy as amended shall be made by the Clerk and shall be signed by the Mayor or in his or her absence by the acting mayor, and deposited with the Clerk, who shall attest, seal, number, file, and record or place the same permanently in the ordinance book.  Entry of the complete ordinance as amended directly into the ordinance book with original signatures and seal thereon shall be compliance with this section.  The affidavit of publication shall be permanently inserted in the ordinance book after each ordinance.

' 30.26  PETITIONS TO BE READ.
Petitions and other papers addressed to the Council shall be read by the Clerk upon presentation of the same to the Council.

' 30.27  ADJOURNMENT.
The Council may, at any time by a majority vote of those present, adjourn from time to time to a specific date and hour, whether or not a quorum is present.

' 30.28  ROBERT=S RULES OF ORDER.
In all points not covered by this chapter, the Council shall be governed in its procedure by Robert=s Rules of Order.

' 30.29  SUSPENSION OF RULES.
These rules, or any of them, may be temporarily suspended by consent of a majority of all Council Members, and shall not be repealed, altered, or amended, unless by concurrence of a majority of the whole Council, and upon notice given at 2 preceding meetings.

' 30.30  OBJECTIONS ON PROCEDURAL MATTERS.
The foregoing rules are adopted to facilitate the transaction of Council business and functions.  They should not be permitted to defeat or hinder the plainly expressed intent and desire of the Council.  Informal compliance and substantial performance shall be sufficient under these rules in the absence of objection seasonably taken.  Objection is hereby declared not to have been seasonably taken as to procedural matters provided for herein if a Council Member present at a meeting fails to object during the meeting and request compliance with these rules; and objection shall not be seasonably taken if taken by an absent Member later than the next regular meeting after the proceedings to which objection is made.
