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PARKING RESTRICTIONS
' 71.01  ANGLE PARKING.
(A)
Angle parking shall be required on the streets and boulevards set forth in Ch. 75, Sch. I of this code.

(B)
On any street or avenue where angle parking is permitted, every vehicle shall be parked with the front of the vehicle facing the curb or the edge of the traveled portion of the street or avenue at an angle of approximately 30 degrees and facing between the painted or other markings on the curb or street indicating the parking space.

' 71.02  PARALLEL PARKING.
(A)
On all streets other than those areas of streets enumerated in Ch. 75, Sch. I of this code, parallel parking shall be required.  On any of these remaining streets with a curb, every vehicle parked shall be parked parallel to the curb and with the right-hand wheels of the vehicle within 12 inches of the curb.  On any of these streets or avenues without a curb, every vehicle parked shall be parked to the right of the main traveled portion thereof and parallel thereto and in a manner so as not to interfere with the free flow of traffic.  

(B)
Every vehicle when parked in a painted or marked parking space shall be parked in a single space marked for vehicle parking by painted lines on the street or curb, and no part of the vehicle shall extend into any other marked space.  

(C)
It shall be unlawful to park parallel in an area designed for angle parking.

(D)
Any vehicle which is parked parallel must be parked along the right side of the street or avenue relative to the direction the vehicle is faced.

' 71.03  DISABLED VEHICLES.
The requirements of '' 71.01 and 71.02 of this code shall not apply to any vehicle disabled upon any street, but any police officer of the city may require the person in charge thereof to move it to a place of safety; and if the movement is not made or if any motor vehicle is left alone or abandoned in any such position, the officer may provide for the removal of the vehicle to the nearest convenient garage or other place of safe keeping.

' 71.04  PARKING FOR CERTAIN PURPOSES UNLAWFUL.
No vehicle shall be parked on any street for the purpose of displaying it for sale, or when not intended for or in condition for use.

' 71.05  PARKING TIME LIMIT.
It is unlawful for any person to stop, park, or leave standing any vehicle or trailer upon any street for a continuous period in excess of 24 hours.

' 71.06  PARKING HOUSE TRAILER OR MOTOR HOME; PERMIT REQUIRED.
No person shall leave or park a house trailer or motor home on any street or the right-of-way thereof, except on written permit from the Chief of Police.

' 71.07  TRUCK PARKING RESTRICTED.
It shall be unlawful for any truck having tandem axles, including a tractor or tractor-trailer combination, to park on streets zoned residential, except for the express purposes of loading or unloading at the specific residence.  The parking restriction on streets shall include the parking on the boulevard area.  Parking of tandem axle motor vehicles within residential areas shall be acceptable, provided that it is contained entirely within the owner=s or tenant=s property and for a period not in excess of 72 hours, unless the vehicle is garaged.

' 71.08  CONGESTED DISTRICT; SPECIAL TRAFFIC AND PARKING REGULATIONS.
The following special traffic and parking regulations shall be in force in the congested district as set forth in Ch. 74, Sch. I of this code.

(A)
No-truck-parking zones.  The Chief of Police may establish other no-truck-parking zones in the congested district and shall mark by appropriate signs any zones so established.  These zones shall be established in the congested district where heavy traffic by commercial vehicles or other traffic congestion makes parking by commercial vehicles a hazard to the safety of vehicles or pedestrians.

(B)
Parking of commercial vehicles.  No person shall park commercial vehicles of more than 1 ton capacity between 8:00 a.m. and 10:30 p.m. on any Friday or Saturday upon any street or avenue in any no-truck-parking zone located in the congested district, but parking of vehicles of this type for a period of not more than 10 minutes shall be permitted in the zone for the purpose of having an access to abutting property when access cannot conveniently be secured from an alley or from a side street where truck parking is not so restricted.

(C)
Limited-time parking zones.  The Chief of Police may designate certain blocks within the congested district as 30‑minute, 1‑hour, or 2‑hour limited parking zones and shall mark by appropriate signs any zones so established.  These zones shall be established in the congested district wherever necessary for the convenience of the public or to minimize traffic hazards and to preserve a free flow of traffic.  No person shall park any vehicle in any limited parking zone between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. of any weekday for a longer period than is specified on the signs marking the zone.

(D)
Loading zones.  The Chief of Police may establish in each block in the congested district 1 or more loading zones and shall mark by appropriate signs any zone so established.  These zones shall be located at places most convenient for the use of the public with regard to traffic conditions in the block.  No person shall park any vehicle in any loading zone between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. of any weekday except for the purpose of receiving or discharging passengers or freight and then not for a period longer than is necessary for the discharge or receipt of the passengers or freight.

(E)
U-turns.  No person shall turn a vehicle so as to reverse its direction in the congested district on streets as set forth in Ch. 74, Sch. II of this code.

(F)
Turning restricted.  The Chief of Police may, whenever necessary to preserve a free flow of traffic or to prevent accidents, designate any intersection within the congested district as one where the turning of vehicles to the left or to the right, or both, is restricted and shall mark by appropriate signs any intersection so designated; but no intersection on a trunk highway shall be so designated until the consent of the State Commissioner of Highways to that designation is obtained.  No person shall turn a vehicle at any designated intersection contrary to the directions of the signs.

' 71.09  CITY PARKING LOTS; PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES.
No person shall consume liquor, intoxicating malt liquor, or 3.2% malt liquor while in a municipal city parking lot, whether outside or inside a vehicle.  No person shall throw or deposit glass, metal, garbage, cans, or any other similar substance upon any city parking lot; and anyone who throws or permits to drop or throw any destructive or injurious object shall immediately cause to be removed.

' 71.10  SNOW REMOVAL; OBSTRUCTIONS TO BE REMOVED.
Any person having parked any car, truck, or other motor vehicle or obstruction of any kind on any street or highway in the city shall, following any snow fall which has accumulated to a depth of 1 inch or more where the motor vehicle or obstruction is situated, promptly cause the truck, motor vehicle, or other obstruction to be removed from the street so that the obstruction will not interfere with the removal of snow from the streets or highway; and, if not so removed, then the Council, its Superintendent, or any of the servants or employees of the Council may cause the car, truck, motor vehicle, or obstruction to be removed to some parking lot or other location, and all charges and expenses incurred in connection with the removal or transfer of the motor vehicle or obstruction shall be assessed to and charged against the owner of the motor vehicle or obstruction, and the charge therefor shall be and remain a lien thereon until paid, and the lien for the removal shall be enforced and foreclosed, in all respects the same as a possessory lien.  The Council may also cause the removal of any vehicle or obstruction at any other time whenever occasion or reason therefor arises.

' 71.11  SNOW EMERGENCY; PARKING PROHIBITED.
(A)
Definitions.  For the purpose of this section, the following definition shall apply unless the context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning.

EMERGENCY.  A condition created on city streets because of the presence of snow, freezing rain, sleet, ice, or snow drifts thereon, or other natural phenomenon which create or are likely to create hazardous road conditions or impede or are likely to impede the free movement of fire, health, police, emergency, or other vehicular traffic when the same has been duly declared by the Superintendent or, in his or her absence, the Chief of Police.

(B)
Declaration of an emergency.  Whenever, in the discretion of the Superintendent, or his or her designated agent, an emergency exists, he or she may declare the same and shall cause an announcement thereof to be made over the local news media.

(C)
Unlawful acts.  During an emergency, it is unlawful for any person to allow a vehicle or other obstruction to remain parked on any residential or business street or alley after the time so announced as the time for beginning snow removal operations, provided that the announcement shall be made at least 6 hours prior to the time set.  This restriction shall remain in effect in any given block until the time when the street has been cleared or plowed to the curb.

' 71.12  REPAIRING OF VEHICLES.
Minor repairs and tune-ups, such as replacement of spark plugs, spark plug wires, thermostat, radiator or heater hoses, oil changes and brake jobs shall be permitted on city streets; provided, that they can be accomplished within the same day and completed by 10:00 p.m.  All other repairs shall be considered major repairs and shall not be permitted on any city street, unless the repairs are made within an enclosed structure allowed within the zoning district.  Damage to city streets because of repairs or lack of repairs shall be charged to the person responsible for the damage to the city streets.

' 71.13  PROHIBITING PARKING AREAS IN FRONT YARDS IN RESIDENTIAL ZONES.
(A)
The construction, operation or maintaining a parking area, either paved or unpaved, in the front yard of any lot is prohibited in any area zoned for residential use.  For the purpose of this section, front yard shall mean and include that area between the sidewalk, or street line in the event there is no sidewalk, and the front line of the principal building, extending in both directions to the side lot lines.

(B)
Use of that portion of a vacant lot within 30 feet of the sidewalk lines for parking in an area zoned for residential use is prohibited.

(C)
Driveways in any area zoned for residential use shall not exceed 25% of the width at the front or side lot line.  Where more than one driveway is desired or required, they shall be at least 70 feet apart.

(D)
The front part of any lot shall not be used for the parking of an automobile, truck, trailer, tractor, recreational vehicle, camper, travel trailer, camper top, tent, wagon, boat, boat trailer, storage area or motor home.

(E)
No person, being the owner or having control of any building, shall violate or fail to conform to any provision of this section, or fail to obey any lawful order of an officer charged with its enforcement.  Each and every day on which any person continues to violate the provisions of this section, after having been notified of the violation, shall constitute a separate offense.  This conviction shall not relieve any person from thereafter complying with the provisions of this section, and shall be sufficient cause to refuse further building or land use permits to the offender until a time as the orders have been complied with.

PARKING ON PRIVATE PROPERTY
' 71.25  POLICY.
In an effort to reduce the unwarranted intrusion of private rights, it shall be declared policy of the city to aid in the enforcement of the parking of automobiles or other motor vehicles on private property without the express permission of the person who has the rights to the use of the real property.

' 71.26  UNAUTHORIZED PARKING ON PRIVATE PROPERTY.
When private property has been posted with a clearly legible sign related to restrictions on parking of motor vehicles by unauthorized persons, the leaving of a motor vehicle unattended, with or without the motor running, and contrary to the express directions of the sign, shall be unlawful.  Upon complaint to the city police by the owner, lessee, or other rightful occupant in possession, or his or her agents, the city police may cite the automobile owner for illegal parking.  The registered owner of the motor vehicle parked illegally shall be prima facie presumed to have permitted the motor vehicle to be parked on the property for purposes of this violation.

' 71.27  PRIVATE PARKING SIGNS.
Locations of signs related to parking on private property shall be placed from 48 inches from the surface of the ground, measured to the top of the sign.  The sign shall be a minimum of 12 by 18 inches, rectangular in shape, and either of baked enamel, bead reflectorized, or reflective sheeting finish.  All signs shall have a white background.  Prior to enforcement on any tract of private property, the Chief of Police shall be notified for purposes of approval of the sign and its placement upon the property.

' 71.28  VIOLATIONS.
It shall be unlawful for any motor vehicle to be parked illegally on private property that has been posted according to provisions of '' 71.25 - 71.27 inclusive.  Violation of these provisions shall be declared to be a petty misdemeanor.

ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT
' 71.40  REGISTERED OWNER RESPONSIBLE; PRIMA FACIE EVIDENCE.
The presence of any motor vehicle on any street when standing or parked in violation of this chapter of the code is prima facie evidence that the registered owner of the vehicle committed or authorized the commission of the violation.

' 71.41  IMPOUNDMENT OF VEHICLES IN VIOLATION.
When any police officer finds a vehicle standing upon a street or city-owned parking lot in violation of any parking regulation, the officer is hereby authorized to require the driver or other person in charge of the vehicle to remove the same to a position in compliance with this chapter.  When any police officer finds a vehicle unattended upon any street or city-owned parking lot in violation of any parking regulation, the officer is hereby authorized to impound the unlawfully parked vehicle, and to provide for the removal thereof and to remove the same to a convenient garage or other facility or place of safety; provided, that if any charge shall be placed against the vehicle for the cost of removal or storage, or both, by anyone called upon to assist therewith, the same shall be paid prior to removal from the place of storage or safekeeping.
