USE RESTRICTIONS
' 91.01  OBSTRUCTIONS PROHIBITED.
No person shall encumber or obstruct any street, sidewalk, or alley in the city with any vehicle of any kind, machinery, box, firewood, lumber, post, sign, awning, merchandise, or other material or substance whatsoever, so as to hinder the full use by the public of that street, sidewalk, or alley.

' 91.02  PLAYING BALL IN STREET PROHIBITED.
No person shall play ball, or catch or throw any ball in the streets of the city.

' 91.03  SIDEWALK SALES; PERMIT REQUIRED.
No person shall exhibit or demonstrate any goods, wares, or merchandise upon any public street or sidewalk without a permit from the Council to do so.

' 91.04  DRAINS, DITCHES, BRIDGES; PERMIT REQUIRED.
No person shall construct or maintain any drain, ditch, or bridge across any street, sidewalk, or alley without a permit from the Council to do so.

' 91.05  EXCAVATIONS; PERMIT REQUIRED.
No person shall make any opening or excavation in or under any public street, sidewalk, or alley within the city, without first obtaining permission from the Superintendent.  In granting any permit of this type, the Council shall specify the conditions to be complied with in connection with the opening or excavation.

' 91.06  DEPOSIT OF VEGETATION ON STREETS PROHIBITED.
(A)
It shall be a petty misdemeanor for any owner to allow grass clippings, leaves, or other vegetation to be thrown, deposited, placed, or dumped or caused to be thrown, deposited, placed, or dumped upon any street or highway within the city limits.  For purposes of this section, an owner shall be the owner or occupier of any residential property or commercial property.  Should the act be done by a person other than the owner of the property, this person is considered the agent of the owner for purposes of this section.  Any person who drops or permits to be dropped or thrown upon any street or highway the material defined in this division shall immediately remove the same or cause it to be removed.

(B)
It shall be a petty misdemeanor for any person to allow grass clippings, leaves, or other vegetation to be thrown, deposited, placed, or dumped or caused to be thrown, deposited, placed, or dumped upon any street or highway adjacent to the municipal school or charitably owned property within the city.  Any person who drops or permits to be dropped or thrown upon any street or highway the material defined in this division shall immediately remove the same or cause it to be removed.

' 91.07  PUBLIC TREES AND SHRUBS; DAMAGE, DESTRUCTION, OR REMOVAL

PROHIBITED.
No person shall willfully or wrongfully cut, break, injure, remove, or destroy any tree or shrub located on any public property in the city.  Any person who shall violate this section shall upon conviction thereof be guilty of a misdemeanor.

CONSTRUCTION OF SIDEWALKS, GUTTERS, DRIVEWAYS, AND CURBS
' 91.20  SPECIFICATIONS.
The Council shall cause to be prepared and filed in the office of the Superintendent a detailed statement setting forth the specifications for the construction of cement sidewalks, gutters, driveways, and curbs.  These specifications shall at all times be open to the public for inspection.

' 91.21  COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFICATIONS REQUIRED.
No person shall construct any sidewalk, gutter, driveway, or curb in the city without fully complying with the specifications on file in the office of the Superintendent.

' 91.22  SIDEWALK; APPLICATION TO CONSTRUCT.
No person shall construct a sidewalk without first making written application to the Superintendent to do so.  The city shall then establish the line, grade, and location thereof and issue its authorization to the applicant to construct a sidewalk along the line, grade, and location established by the city and in conformance with the recorded specifications.

' 91.23  CURBS AND GUTTERS; CONSTRUCTION BY COUNCIL ORDER; ASSESSMENT.
No curbing or guttering shall be installed on any street except by order of the Council.  On any existing hard surfaced street or when a street is hereafter blacktopped or hard surfaced, the Council may order the construction of a curb and gutter along the owner=s property adjacent to that improvement in accordance with the requirements and specifications provided for in and by this subchapter, and the property owner shall be assessed for the same.  Assessment procedure shall be according to the applicable Minnesota Statutes in effect at the time of the assessment.

' 91.24  DRIVEWAYS; APPLICATION TO CONSTRUCT.
No person shall construct a driveway across a sidewalk or public street easement without first making written application to the Superintendent to do so.  The City Council, or its duly appointed agent, shall then establish the line, grade, and location thereof as it affects public easements, roads, curb, gutter, boulevards, or sidewalks and issue its authorization to the applicant to construct a driveway along the line, grade, and location established by the city and in conformance with the specifications for driveways filed with the office of the Clerk.

ASSESSMENTS
' 91.35  ASSESSMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION OF STREETS, SIDEWALKS, AND THE LIKE.
It shall be the policy of the city to assess adjoining landowners for installation and replacement of curb, gutter (including excavation), blacktop (including excavation and base), and related improvements.  Curb and gutter radius and street intersections shall be radially assessed to the participating landowners.  This policy shall not preclude under special circumstances allowing the city to assess additional landowners for improvements on which they may be shown to be specially benefitted.

' 91.36  SPECIAL ASSESSMENTS; DEFERRAL FOR SENIOR CITIZENS AND DISABLED

PERSONS.
The provisions of M.S. '' 435.193 - 435.195, inclusive, as they may be amended from time to time, are specifically incorporated by reference into the code.  It is the policy of the Council to allow deferral of special assessments against property owned by senior citizens, or retired or disabled persons, based upon hardship.  Special assessments shall include but not be limited to street, curb and gutter, sidewalk, water, or storm sewer or sanitary sewer improvements.  The City Council by resolution shall prepare guidelines to determine when special assessments may be deferred pursuant to this section.  The guidelines may be changed from time to time, and meeting the guidelines, however, shall not necessarily require the city to defer a special assessment for a property owner.

STREET DESIGNATION; BUILDING NUMBERS
' 91.50  STREETS DESIGNATED.
All highways and streets running north and south shall be designated streets.

' 91.51  AVENUES DESIGNATED.
All highways and streets running east and west shall be designated avenues.

' 91.52  BUILDING NUMBERS.
(A)
Approved numbers or addresses shall be placed on all new and existing buildings in such a position as to be plainly visible and legible from the street or road fronting the property in daylight or nighttime hours. The numbers or addresses shall be no less than 4 inches in height and contrast with their backgrounds.

(B)
If the building is located more than 75 feet from the street or road fronting the property, the approved number or address shall be at the driveway or main entry to the property. The bottom of the number or address shall be at least 3 feet above the ground.
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
