Several residents had concerns of the slope of driveways.  Currently the slope is to extreme and vehicle bottoms scrape.  The engineers will review the slope and try and to alleviate the issue, as possible.

Several residents want to replace their sewer line to the house in conjunction with the project.  Note was made of this request.
Currently there is a concern of water pooling at the intersection of Broadway and Pleasant.  Engineers will give the area a second look for correction options.

Those present were told that driveways taken out will be replaced in a like manner; concrete with concrete, asphalt with asphalt, etc.

Trees will not be removed unless necessary for the project.

All sanitary sewer mains will be replaced that are in the street.  Sewer now is a mix of several types of piping, including clay.

Sewer in alley of Reid Street will be replaced with the next street project.  Waiting will allow residents in that block access to their homes, via the alley, during the street project.

1. 2016 Street Project Resolution 16-09-- a resolution of the city council adopted the 21st  day of December, 2015, fixed a date for a council hearing on 2016 Street Project, the proposed improvement of Pleasant Street between Broadway Avenue and 4th Avenue North, and, Pleasant Street between 4th Avenue North and North Dead End, and, Hunter Street between Broadway Avenue and Sioux Avenue, and Sioux Avenue between Pleasant Street and Hunter Street, and, 4th Avenue North between Milwaukee Street and East Dead End, and, Reid Street between Menage Avenue and Colonial Avenue
WHEREAS, ten days’ mailed notice and two weeks’ published notice of the hearing was given, and the hearing was held thereon on the 19th day of January, 2016, at which all persons desiring to be heard were given an opportunity to be heard thereon,

2. SEH Engineering Cost Proposal for Waste Water Project – Motion to approve the agreement for signature made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The agreement is based on hourly rates for services.  John Nauerth III inquired if the council is considering the pond option.  The engineers are looking at all options for the community.  Many issues are at play for the project, including salty discharge.

4. Ambulance Service

a. Volunteer’s on call hourly pay increase consideration – Motion to approve the on call pay increase from $1.50 per hour weekdays to $1.75 per hour and from $2.00 per hour on weekends and holidays to $3.00 per hour made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried. All changes will be effective as of January 1, 2016.
b. Run and mileage billing rate increase – Motion to increase the billing rates for mileage from $11 per mile to $12 per loaded mile made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Motion to increase the run billing rate from $550 to $650 made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  The billing rate will be retroactive to January 1, 2016, if possible.

Motion to approve the planting of Dogwood bushes at a cost of approximately $180, made by Nissen/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
