a. She asked about the discharge point for the ponds, is the Engineer working on researching this discharge point
b. Proposed discharge ditch is a quasi-private ditch in which the discharge is proposed to go into.  The City of Lakefield is not an original “player” of the creation of the ditch.  The City now wishes to use this ditch.
c. Council Comment – The Engineers will work on the project from start to finish---City to Pond to Discharge Ditch
2. John Nauerth III – 
a. Issue with the amount of fluid that is expected to enter the ditch system.  
b. Also concerned with the taking of farm land out of production.

OLD BUSINESS

1. Pond System Update – No action taken
a. Piping route from city to ponds has changed at this time.  This is currently the planned route.  The piping will always be located in State, City and County right of way.

b. Conference call with several different entities involved in the project.  The project continues to be a work in progress.  It is expected that, if the ponds come to fruition, they could be “online” sometime in 2017.  Still need to meet phosphorous discharge limits at mechanical plant.

1. Darrel Hage Resignation – Resolution declaring vacancy – Because of health issues, Darrel has resigned his position, he will be greatly missed.  Darrel has served more than 17 years on the council; he began his tenure in January 1997.  Motion to approve Resolution 15-06 made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Two people have shown interest in serving the remainder of Darrel’s term, Mayor Nissen would like to notify the public of the opportunity to inform us of their interest to serve.
