AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Ambulance Requests
a. Define Holiday hours – New Year’s Eve, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 4th of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve and Christmas Day are the requested holidays for holiday pay for the ambulance crew.  The holiday pay will begin at Midnight and end at 11:59 pm for a 24 hour period.  Motion to approve the holiday hours presented made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
b. Ambulance Special Pay/Officers

i. Inventory Inspection Specialist -- $20 per month (replaces the training director position at same pay) – Abolish the training officer position and replace with Inventory Inspection Specialist at a pay of $20 per month, Donna Thaemlitz will hold the position for 2015, made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  She will receive the $20 for this position retroactive to January, 2015.
ii. Secretary/Scheduler – Motion to make the Secretary/Schedule a joint position and a permanent paid position made by Pavelko/Bakalyar at $40 per month, all yes, motion carried. (Scheduler was a temporary position, move this to a permanent pay position)
c. Refresher Training Pay – Request to discontinue a stipend for the refresher training class to pay of actual hours of the training multiplied by the training wage (currently $10/hour).  No action taken at this meeting, it will be addressed at the next council meeting after education budget is reviewed to see if the budget can handle this change.
d. Purchase of coats for the members – Motion to approve up to $2,700 for the purchase of 8 coats for the crew, funds will come from the Hemiller donation dollars made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  The new coats will meet ANSO Class 2 /ISEA 107-2004 standards and be blood borne pathogen resistant and waterproof.
2. Credit Card Policy – Motion to adjust Superintendent credit card limit to allow for Superintendent credit card to have a limit of $5,000 made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  All other card limits will remain at a $1,000 limit.

3. LED Lighting quote for Lakefield Liquor Store – Current bulbs used in the doors have been discontinued.  The LED lighting would save money on electricity as well as a rebate of $325 through Missouri River Energy Services.  Motion to approve the upgrade to the LED lighting received from Tri-County Electric at a cost of $2,350 made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
4. Waste Water Plant Chemical Feed Equipment -- Wenck Engineer Dennis Johnson shared information with the council concerning the costs of the needed equipment that will feed chemical into our waste water to meet the expected, permitted, phosphorous levels of the discharge water.  Motion to approve the quote of $18,196 from Vessco, Inc. for the chemical feed equipment made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Dennis Johnson provided information to the council concerning the Jackson County Planning and Zoning hearing held on Feb. 25, 2015.  Some concerns were raised at the hearing and the engineers are working to address some of the concerns.  Considerations include addition of trees/bushes to screen the ponds and a location plan of the borings to be completed for soil testing.  Mayor Nissen suggested a meeting with the family concerned most about the location of the ponds.  Dennis will provide tree/bush maps to Mayor Nissen for sharing.
5. LMCIT Liability Waiver – Motion to NOT Waive the monetary limits on the municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes Section 466.04 made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
