1.  Scott Johnson – Principal at Immanuel Lutheran School – Color Run—Immanuel School is sponsoring a color run as a fundraising event on May 9, 2015, in the morning.  The event could be several distances but will include a 5k distance.  The event will begin and end at North City Park, utilizing the new shelter building.  Motion to allow the color run to occur made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.

1.  Phil Kruger – asked questions about the waste water treatment plant.  The ponds are not expected to need to meet the more stringent regulations of the mechanical plant as the change in water shed district discharge changing to does not have the tighter regulations.  The ditch flow study has been received; the city has not had an opportunity to review the ditch study.  Minnesota DNR has no concerns at this point.  
2014 Year End Financial Report –Finance Manager Ulferts – shared a review of the 2014 year-end financial report after the auditors have completed their field audit.  Auditor comments during field visit were shared with the council.  The complete findings will be included with the audit when it is presented in May/June. 2. Board of Appeal Meeting Set – Motion needed to set the Board of Appeal and Equalization for Monday, April 6, 2015, at 7:00 pm made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
3. Park Equipment @ West Park – Motion to approve the purchase of new playground equipment made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The Frank Zaher Charitable Trust will be donating funds for this equipment.  Signage will be placed at the park recognizing this donation.  Thank you very much to the trustee of the trust, the gift is greatly appreciated!
4. Ambulance purchase of CPR mannequins—A grant from Federated Rural Electric was received for the purchase of adult and child CPR mannequins, in the amount of $803.  Motion to approve the purchase of mannequins for CPR use, not to exceed $803, made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS
1.  SummerFest – Saturday night dance discussion of holding the dance at the North Park Shelter.  Council has concerns of the playground equipment being damaged by improper use by adults.  The council also discussed noise until midnight in a predominately residential area.
2. West Street Project – Minnesota Pollution Control required the city to spray mulch on the disturbed dirt behind the curb.  Because this was not done within 14 days of the work completion a $785 fine was assessed by MPCA.
3. Alternate land offered for the sewer ponds – alternate acres were offered to the city for the sewer ponds.  These acres were reviewed by the engineers and were deemed not suitable.  The acreage is very limited and some is wetland.
