AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Staff and Engineers recommendation for the 2016 Street Project Bids – The bids received were plus $500,000 over engineer’s estimate.  It was suggested to divide the project and rebid.  It may be more favorable for contractors as a smaller project.  Motion to reject all bids received on March 31, 2016, and to split the project into two projects, one for Reid/Walters/Funk/Alley and one for the Pleasant/Hunter/Sioux and call for new bids, to be opened April 28, 2016, made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The appropriate advertising and notifications will be made by Wenck Engineering.
2. Waste Water Influent Pump Station Panel – This panel controls the flows and on/off of the pumps at the waste water plant.  The board being replaced has more than 25 years of use.  Two quotes were received.  One from Primex at a cost of $46,381 and one from In Control in the amount of $45,811.  Tom Honer, of SEH Engineering, and Jason Rossow, PeopleService Operator, recommends accepting the quote from In Control.  Motion to approve the quote of In Control made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Council thanked Jason for the care he has taken to the waste water plant.
3. Police Department

a. Handgun upgrade project – Motion to approve the purchase of five new handguns for the police department, with the trade in of the current hand guns (4 @ $250 each/$1,000 total), for a net cost of $1,070.00, made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  The new guns come with three magazines and night sights.
b. Part time officer hiring request – Motion to approve the hiring of Rosalia Vazques, at the starting rate of $13.06, as a part time police officer made by Hall/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
