1. Highway 86 Street Signs – Superintendent Koep shared information about street signage.  He presented information from Barco Sign Company.  Signs would be blue with white lettering.   60 street name signs at 9” are needed for Highway 86 thru Lakefield.  Cost is $870 for signs.  25 @ 2” square posts are needed.
