1.  JCC Middle School Students

1.  Diane Hall – Draining in back yard – Asked the council for an update on the drainage project for the property behind her house.  When it rains a great amount, a water hole forms.  To bore a 6” line to drain the pond, cost is $16 per foot for tile and boring cost is $28 per foot, estimated cost is $12,000-$15,000.  Access to dig the line in the traditional way is an issue, no right of way/easement for the city.
