1.  Conway, Deuth & Schmiesing, PLLP – Jim Gilman 2014 Audit Presentation – A single audit is not necessary for 2014.  They financial threshold of federal dollars used was not reached.  Comparing to 10 communities smaller and 10 communities larger, the City of Lakefield generally falls in the middle of the pack for expenditures, generally fall 7th to 14th on the range of 21 compared cities.  Council Member Bakalyar entered the meeting.  Lakefield has a small liquor store; the store does well for its size on profits.  2013 7.6% operating income; 2014 8.07% operating income.  Point of sale system at the liquor store is operating very well; the inventory of the system matches the actual inventory.  No compliance issues noted for the city.  Some weaknesses on internal controls, this is attributed to the size of the community and a common situation in cities of the same size.
