AGENDA ITEMS:

1. The Shed SummerFest events permit approval – Motion to approve the request of The Shed Chill and Grille for activities for SummerFest 2012 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  The permits were for a beer garden in their parking lot on Friday, June 22, 2012, and Saturday, June 23, 2012, the other permit is for providing the liquor and entertainment for the street dance under the tent on Main Street on Saturday, June 23, 2012.
2. Computer replacement request –Rasche shared information with the council on the purchase of a new laptop computer for the clerk’s office.  The computer currently used at the ambulance shed is not compatible with the fiber that is installed in Lakefield and needs to be replaced.  The intent of this request is to move the clerk’s computer to the ambulance shed and replace the clerk’s computer. Motion to allow Rasche spend up to $2500 plus tax on a new computer, made by Rients/Bakalyar all yes, motion carried.  Funds for this purchase will come from Clerk’s CIP account.
3. Resolution 12-16 – Reimburse expenditures from bond proceeds for street project – This resolution allows the city to reimburse itself for expenses from bonding proceeds if expenses are paid for the 2012 street project before bond proceeds are available.  Motion to approve Resolution 12-16 made by Bakalyar/Rients, all yes, motion carried.

4. Resolution 12-17 -  Notice of Intent to Annex – This resolution calls for publication of the intent to annex the properties.  Motion to approve Resolution 12-17 made by Monson/Hage, all yes, motion carried.  
OLD BUSINESS

1. Time/Temp – Council Members have not heard any feedback on the sign.  Currently there is no fiber access at the Middle School.  The council would like to wait to discuss this more in late summer.  (August/September)
2. Liquor Store – Is the system operating well?  Is it time to do an inventory?  End of June would be a good time to do inventory, ½ of a year.  It was suggested the Liquor committee (Rients/Monson) meet with Deb and Kristie to see how the system is operating and if it is time to do an inventory.  Superintendent Koep and the committee will coordinate this meeting.  It is expected that a July 1st inventory will be completed.
NEW BUSINESS

INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

1. Street Project – Koep updated the council on the progress of the project.  Currently working on street lighting.  Start date is expected to be July 5th (after the holiday).  Mayor Nissen would like to schedule a meeting with Tim Stahl (Jackson Co. Engineer) and others to work out the details of what the county is contributing to the project.  The council discussed the ten acres the county is interested in for building their county shop.  
2. Associated Pool Builders information concerning the swimming pool – This is information for the council at this time.  They are expecting to do necessary repairs in Spring 2013.  The spring fix is needed because the Diamond Brite needs to cure under water.  Tile repairs are not under warranty.  Temporary repairs have been done to the tile.  Permanent repairs will also be done in Spring 2013.  
3. Jetter – is getting repaired at Westman’s in Fairmont.  Cost to replace the transmission and other repairs is $6,700.  It is hoped the repairs will be done tomorrow (May 22nd).  The money to replace will come from the Sewer Maintenance funds.

4. Sewer Maintenance – Koep asked the council to consider raising the monthly fee to $5, same as the water maintenance fund.  No action at this time.  Information will be brought to the council at a future council meeting.
