Approval of Minutes of May 11, 2012- Motion to approve the minutes made by Hage/Wheeler.  All yes, motion carried.
Approval of Financial Report and Accounts Payable.  Motion to approve the financial reports made by Bakalyar/Nissen.  All yes, motion carried.
Agenda Items:

1. Approval of sale of Lot 1; Block 1 - Motion to approve the sale of Lot 1; Block 1, Emerald Valley Subdivision to Harold Jacobsen made by Nissen/Malchow.  All yes, motion carried.
2. Update on Lot 7; Block 2 and part of Lot 8; Block 2 in Emerald Valley Subdivision - Motion to waive the transfer of property restriction in the purchase agreement for this lot made by Wheeler/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  This motion allows for the transfer of the lots listed above, purchased by Jason Voss, to be transferred to Dudley Hussong.  Hussong intends to build a new home on the structure in 2013.    
3. Other

a. 2012 Street Project – information was given to the board that residents can get additional work done to their driveways during the project.  They should contact City Hall if they wish to have some type of work done.  (repairing the more than 2’ of the end or pouring new)  A tile to discharge sump pumps into is being planned to be installed in the boulevard to allow for dumping of the sump water, so it doesn’t run on the street.  

b. Prairie Ecology Bus Center – A group went to view the classroom trailer that is available.  Currently PEBC is gathering costs to relocate the building, including foundation, flooring, etc.  There is a deadline of July 1, 2012, to move the structure off of the property it is currently located on.  PEBC may be in need of a loan from the EDA to pay their share of their costs for the project. The structure is 28’ x 70’, it is well built including furnace and air conditioning units.    Options on the foundation are being explored.  More information will be forthcoming as the project moves forward.
c. JCCMLS – Motion to approve paying $500 for continued “membership” of the web site made by Bakalyar/Hage, all yes, motion carried.  

d. Housing Needs – Darrell Nissen asked the board to continue the discussion that began in March of 2011.  Is the EDA board interested in putting $150,000 to $200,000 into a housing project?  Location possibilities were discussed including the Eastridge  Subdivision and Schultz Subdivision.  Building these units could open up houses, enticing older residents to move and put their home on the market.  Consensus to move forward with working on finding more costs (using a local contractor if possible) to build a tri-plex.  Darrell Nissen will lead the group and ask Eric Kruger to participate in the committee.
