1. Robert Anderson – Donation of photos for record of 2012 Main Street reconstruction project.  Thank you to Mr. Anderson, he shared more than 80 pictures.

AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Park Shelter – Some pictures of shelters were presented for the council’s review.  The council discussed holding a workshop to discuss their “vision” of the shelter.  They may hold another workshop, inviting companies to present designs that may meet our needs.  An idea to place flags in the park to see exact lay of a building.  The council decided to hold a workshop to be held on Thursday, June 27, 2013, at 6:30 p.m. at the North City Park.  Staff will ask Andy Welp to attend to answer structure questions.  Meeting at the park will allow the council members a visual of the actual size of structures.
2. 2012 Audit Review – Wayne Drealan, auditor – Motion to accept the audit made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
a. There was an addition to city reserves.  Staying within the budget for the year.

b. General reserves are at, approximately 15 months.  The general rule is to hold approximately 12 months of expenditures in reserves.

c. Sewer fund saw income loss for the year.  Revenues did not increase, but expenses did.

d. Enterprise funds at a good levy.
e. Lakefield is in the middle of the taxing per capita state wide for cities less than 2,500 residents.

f. PERA – there will be changes in the reporting of the contributions for PERA.  In 2014 this liability will be reported in the city’s financial reports.  Previously this reporting was not shown in the report.  This is a change mandated by the state.  This liability will be funded over a long period of time.  Auditor had a concern this liability will hinder the city’s borrowing ability.  We have been told this will not be an issue.  This addition to the financials is to bring an awareness of the liability.
3. Ambulance

a. Stair Chair – motion to approve the purchase of a stair chair for the ambulance service at a cost of $3,189 plus shipping with funds being utilized from the 2013 Sweepstakes donations, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.

b. Resignation of ambulance director – 

i. Motion to accept the resignation of Tonia Bandy from the Lakefield Ambulance service effective June 21, 2013, thank you for your service to Lakefield, made by Pavelko/Hage, all yes, motion carried.

ii. Mayor Nissen shared an idea to fill the Director position and the position of office assistant that has been vacant at City Hall for the past months.  Motion to allow representatives of the council of Monson and Nissen, to meet with representatives of the ambulance service to explore options to fill the ambulance director position, which might possibly be combined with a city hall vacancy made by Monson/Pavelko, Yes: Hage, Monson, Pavelko, Nissen -- No: Bakalyar, motion carried.

4. Close Cable Franchise Security Fund – Resolution 13-09 – Motion to approve Resolution 13-09 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.

1. Police Department Staffing Discussion – Chief Konechne presented a plan to the council to have 3 full time officers on and one part time position in the department vs. the current system of 2 full time and 2 part-time, moving both Phil McCarty and Jordan Bretzman to full time positions.  Motion to hire both part-time officers, currently on staff, as full time officers at a wage of $17.88 Bretzman and $18.28 McCarty per hour made by Monson/Hage, all yes, motion carried.
