Department Reports:  

1.  City Superintendent – Water Tower washed by the Lakefield Fire Department, it looks much better.  Just in time for the SummerFest activities.
2. Police Chief – 18 nuisances notices have been sent and are in process for property clean-up/fix up.
AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Annexation Resolution consideration – This resolution is a joint resolution with Heron Lake Township board and Hunter Township Board.  The annexation began from requests from 3 property owners for sanitary sewer service.  Because of this annexation, consideration of properties that are surrounded by city limits and touching city limits with the possibility of being served by the city services, including sanitary sewer.  Some concerns were shared about drainage of water in a development that did not have storm sewer installed when it was developed.  Mayor Nissen invited any of the effected property owners to contact city hall about questions they may have that were not addressed at this time.  Motion to approve JOINT RESOLUTION FOR DESIGNATION OF CERTAIN LAND AND THE IMMEDIATE ANNEXATION OF ENTIRE DESIGNATED AREA

and authorize the  Mayor, Darrell Nissen, and Administrative, Clerk Kelly Rasche, to execute and sign the joint resolution after the approval of the afore mentioned joint resolution by the boards of Heron Lake Township and Hunter Township.  Also authorize the Administrative Clerk to submit all documentation necessary to the Minnesota Boundary Adjustments Board made by Hage/Rients.  Yes:  Rients, Hage, Nissen.  Absent:  Monson, Bakalyar.  Motion carried.

2. 2011 Audit Report – Wayne Drealan of Turbes Drealan Kvilhaug Hoefker & Co., P.A. – 2011 is the first year Lakefield is subject to the new GASB 34 requirements.  The City of Lakefield is holding nearly 17 months of expenditures in reserve to cover cash flow needs.  Lakefield falls in the middle of the reporting cities in the state of Minnesota for communities under 2500 population with a per capita levy @ $267.  Over all, the city is very stable and positive financially, 2011 was a good matching of budget to actual.  Motion to accept the audit as presented made by Rients/Hage.  All yes, motion carried.  
3. Financing 2012 Street Project – Resolution 12-19 –
a. Motion to convene the Lakefield Public Utilities Commission made by Anderson/Sievert at 8:05 p.m.  all yes, motion carried.

b. Shannon Sweeney, David Drown Associates – (see council packet of June 18, 2012 to view Shannon’s information provided) – Motion to approve Resolution 12-19 made by Hage/Rients, all yes, motion carried.  
c. Motion to close the Utility commission meeting @ 8:35 p.m. made by Sherack/Anderson, all yes, motion carried.

4. Heating/Cooling system for Waste Water Treatment Plant – The system is 23 years old and needs replacement.  Two quotes were received; one from Winter’s Plumbing in the amount of $8,653.70 the other from Mosley in the amount of $8,660.00.  Either of these systems would be easier for future repairs.  Motion to approve the purchase of the system from Mosley’s in the amount of $8,660 and allow Superintendent Koep to hire the needed electrician made by Rients/Hage, all yes, motion carried.  The higher quote was accepted because the unit installed has a higher efficiency (98.2%).  Electrician wiring is not included in the price quotes
5. Accept Deb Lemickson’s letter of resignation as Liquor store manager – Mayor Nissen thanked Deb for her 19+ years of service to the City.  Motion to accept resignation, with regrets, made by Hage/Rients, all yes, motion carried.  Deb’s final day will be June 29, 2012.  The Liquor Store committee met and recommends hiring Kristie Frerichs as Liquor Manager made by Rients/Hage, all yes, motion carried.  She will begin her duties on July 1, 2012.  
6. Resolution to remove parcel from Emerald Valley Subdivision – Motion to approve Resolution 12-20 made by Rients/Hage, all yes, motion carried.
