· Locate structure to save as many trees as possible
· A “T” shape evolved to be the desired footprint for the structure 


· Structure 
· Stall dividers in the restrooms should be concrete block, most durable
· Ladies Restroom 3 stalls
· Men’s Restroom 1 stall, 2 urinals
· Coil doors 
· Have enough power options
· “On Demand” hot water heater
· Tin roof with 3 hips?
· Closed ceiling 
· Sky Lights---NO windows in the structure, less vandalism?
· Rustic look on the outside using earth tones for colors to blend into the surroundings
· Sofit  Lighting
· Security cameras

It is hoped a plan/drawing would be available for review at the July 8, 2013 council meeting.
