AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Street Project/Utilities Improvement Bonding – Resolution 12-24 – Motion to approve Resolution 12-24 made by Rients/Hage, all yes roll call vote, motion carried.  Council member Bakalyar-absent.  Sale of bonds was done today.  The blended interest rate for the bond is 2.1769% from Robert W. Baird & Co. Inc.  A second bid was received with a blended interest rate of 2.232%, from United Banker’s Bank.  This is the lowest interest rate Shannon Sweeny has seen.  
2. Appoint 2012 election judges Resolution 12-23 – Motion to approve Resolution 12-23 made by Monson/Rients, all yes, motion carried.
3. Appoint council members to a joint council/utility committee to review services rates – Mayor Nissen appointed himself and Kim Rients as the council representatives to the committee.  The meeting details will be worked out and scheduled with the utility commission representation to meet before August 3, 2012.
