1.  Park Shelter Discussion – Brent Pavelko shared information from Shelly Gustin on pricing estimates she has collected: Electrical $6800; Plumbing $8000; Coiling doors $18,150 (5 @ 14x10 and 3 @ 8x10; Toilet paper holders, diaper changers, grab bars for bathrooms $650; Solid plastic toilet partitions $2770; total $36,370.  Andy Welp is cumulating an estimate for the structure.  This number was not available yet, it will be forwarded to the council for review as soon as it is received.  If needed, before the next regular council date, a special meeting may be called to discuss the shelter.

2. Vacate Schultz Drive in South Lakefield—Motion to call for public hearing to be held, Monday August 19, 2013 @ 7:00 pm made by Hage/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
3. Police Department

a. BCA Virtual Private Network fob for E-Charging ($15 per month) – This is necessary to have secure network connections for the police department and allow for more network access, in turn should keep officers on Lakefield streets.  Motion to approve the fob at $15 and any other necessary equipment to utilize this system per month made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
b. Racom 800 MgHz yearly service agreement – The service agreement covers repairs to the ARMR  police department radios, software updates and one reprogramming, cost of the agreement is $460/year.  Motion to approve entering the service agreement made by Hage/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
4. Ambulance

a. Accept resignation of co-director ambulance – Ben Clark – Motion to accept the resignation made by Hage/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
b. Monthly stipend for time/telephone to complete schedule for service -- Motion to approve paying Katie Pavelko and Robin Redmen $40/month each for the next 6 months, at most, for completion of the monthly schedule of the service made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  
5. Skid Loader Quotes – Motion to approve the purchase of a Bobcat skid loader including a trade in of the current skid loader at a cost of $20,816 plus tax, from GDF Enterprises, Inc., made by Bakalyar/Hage, all yes, motion carried.  The new loader includes a grader attachment to allow the city to grade alleys as needed, eliminating the need to hire a blade for the alleys.
6. Justin Farmer abatement request – Motion to allow staff to begin the process of a tax abatement agreement, working with Shannon Sweeny with Justin Farmer made by Hage/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The agreement will be brought to the council for approval.  The agreement will address job creations, abatement sunset date, etc.
7. Proposal for upgrade of waste water plant – The permit comes due in 2015.  The phosphate level reduction will be obtained by a chemical process.  Motion to approve, not to exceed $14,200, for Wenck Engineers to continue planning the improvements and pursuing funding option made by Hage/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
8. Planning and Zoning Board Member Resignation --  Motion to accept the resignation of Dave Schlottach from the Planning and Zoning Board made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
9. Request For Proposals for auditing services for the next three years (2014 to 2016) – Motion to approve the request for proposals for auditing services made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
