AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Street lights for Main Street – Bases for the street lights on Main Street need to be removed.  This removal is expected to cost between $10,000 and $20,000.  The bases are in the way for the paver for the curb/gutter and streets.  Two quotes were received for the street lights themselves.  Superintendent Koep recommends purchasing the lights from Border States, they were the lower bidder.  The other bidder is DSG.  20’ poles (currently have 30’ poles) are the height of the new poles.  The bulbs will be LED in the new poles.  
a. Motion to purchase the Broadway poles at 20’ (22’ w/head) made by Bakalyar/Rients, all yes, motion carried.
b. Motion to have the color of the poles be dark bronze made by Bakalyar/Hage, all yes, motion carried
c. Motion to have electrical receptacles and flag brackets on every pole made by Rients/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.

d. Flower brackets will be on intersection poles only.  

e. Brackets will be installed on the intersection poles located @ 2nd Ave N. and Main to support the live garland Christmas decorations.

2. Survey of property in area of Highway 86 and Broadway (street easement) – An easement for a future Broadway expansion needs to be addressed.  Cost to survey and make property trades for the good of all parties is approximately $12,000.  The proposal is for the City to pay 30% of the survey cost.  After survey, a trade of city owned property for other property allowing for the street easement would be worked out.  (see color map)  Motion to approve signing the agreement and proceed with the necessary actions in the agreement made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes motion carried.
3. Ordinance 72.08 Motorized Golf Cart – Motion to approve and publish Ordinance 72.08 made by Hage/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
4. Sewer Rates Increases – Motion to approve the committee recommendation for sewer rate increases made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  Inside city limits increase to $5 per month for Sewer Maintenance (was $3 per month), outside city limits the following rates will be charged:  Sewer Base Rate - $22 (was $12), Sewer Useage Rate per 1000 gallons - $6.65 (was $3.81)
5. Ordinance 152.161 amendment concerning distance of garage buildings from property lines – Planning and Zoning Board recommendation – Motion to approve the change/addition and publish the Ordinance 152.161 made by Rients/Hage, Yes: Rients, Hage, Nissen, No:  Bakalyar, Monson.  Motion carried.  Much discussion on this addition to the code was held.  Several scenarios of situations were heard.  
6. Health Incentive letter of agreement – Motion to approve the agreement for the health incentive made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  The personnel committee met and reviewed this agreement and recommend approval of the agreement.  Employees that voluntarily participate in this program will receive, from SW/WC, $200 for their Health Savings Account.
7. Special Events Permit for The Shed Chill ‘n Grille for Racecars and Ribeye event – Motion to approve the Special Event permit for The Shed made by Rients/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
8. Declare 2005 Ford Police car as excess property so it can be sold – Motion to declare the 2005 Ford as excess property for the department to accept sealed bids for sale made by Monson/Rients, all yes, motion carried.
9. Minnesota Energy Franchise Agreement – Motion to approve the franchise agreement, Ordinance 118, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  This Ordinance will be forwarded to Minnesota Energy.
10. Set date/time for 2013 budget workshop – The workshop set for August 27, 2012, at 5:00 pm.
11. Post Issuance Tax Compliance Procedures – Motion to adopt the tax compliance procedures made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
