1. Finance Manager attend conference – Motion to approve Finance Manager Ulferts to attend the MnGFOA Conference at an estimated cost of $795, made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  It was the recommendation of the City auditing firm that Cheryl attend this conference.
2. Fire Department

a. National Purchasing Alliance Membership – Motion to approve the membership agreement with the National Joint Powers Alliance made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Membership in this organization allows the city and all departments the ability to take advantage of contract pricing.  The Lakefield Fire Department can access this to assist with the upcoming bidding of a fire truck.
b. Declare 6 wheeler as excess property for sale – The Polaris 6x6 has 70 hours.  It will be sold “as is”.  The department will request a $6,500 minimum bid.  Motion to declare the 6x6 as excess property for sale made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
3. Call for public hearing for final assessment of West Lakefield Street Project – Motion to call for the final assessment hearing at Tuesday, September 8, 2015, at 7:00 p.m. in City Hall, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
4. Waste Water Plant/Lift Station Maintenance – Superintendent Koep and Jason Rossow shared information for pumps maintenance.  The pump for the lift station cannot be rebuilt as parts are no longer made.  Piping replacing is also needed. These replacements would place a new lift station.  The electrical controls do not need to be replaced at this time, but will be required in the near future.   Motion to approve the $21,074.62 price quote of Electric Pump for the maintenance of the lift station made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  Motion to approve the purchase of a tester for phosphorous testing equipment at a cost of $2,276.04 made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
5. Declare North Park Shelter a Tobacco Free Area – Motion to declare the North Park Shelter as a Tobacco free structure and authorize the purchase of the necessary signage and butt receptacles made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  A butt receptacle will be placed at the West Park, also.
6. 2015/2016 MMUA Safety Contract – Motion to approve the Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association Safety Management Program contract for 2015/2016 made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
7. Declare pickup as excess property for sale – Motion to declare the 1996 Chevy S 10 forfeited pickup as excess property for sale, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
8. Approve distribution of “rebate” check from Southwest West Central Service Coop for health insurance – A check in the amount of $9,198.52 was received as a rebate check for health insurance.  Lakefield had a favorable year in claims for 2014.  Motion to distribute the funds to employees, City of Lakefield and Lakefield Public Utilities to offset premium costs for future 2015 premiums made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  The amount credited to each entity and employee will be allocated in the same percentages as the premiums are paid currently.  Eligible employees are those currently enrolled in the Lakefield offered health plan and were enrolled in 2014 health plan.  Employees enrolled for a partial year of 2014 will be allocated a partial “rebate” for 2015 based on the number of months the employee was enrolled in 2014.

a. 2016 Health Insurance – The 2016 health insurance premiums will be reduced by 2.5% in 2016 to $1,100.50 per month for family and $352.50 per month for single coverage.  This is a High Deductible Health Plan with an embedded deductible and 4th quarter carryover.
2. Superintendent Koep

a. Highway 86 street signs – signs are here, the installation location is being worked out with MNDot.  MNDot does not want the signs located in on the same corners as stop signs.  Expect to have installation done before winter
b. Hall Roof – roof is leaking.  The roof was installed in 1994, seams are pulling apart, the roof will need replacement soon.  Patching was done as a temporary fix.  The Multi-Purpose also had a leak and that was repaired also.
