DEPARTMENT REPORTS:

1.  Superintendent Koep – New tire was needed for the pay loader.  It was punctured by a tile and was not repairable.  This causes a situation of a new tire and a worn tire on the machine.  Motion to approve the purchase of a second new tire for the pay loader made by Rients/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The cost is approximately $2500 for both tires.  The worn tire will be utilized as a spare if it is needed in the future.

AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Resolution 12-25 -- set 2013 preliminary budget - Motion to approve Resolution 12-25 made by Rients/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The preliminary budget is a 9% increase over 2012 with the intents to get the increase down to 6.5% for the final 2013 levy.  Mayor Nissen reminded the council that the final levy cannot be higher than this preliminary levy set.  6.5% of the 9% increase is related to financing the street project.
2. Request by police department to purchase in-car camera – Chief Konechne requested this equipment for the newest car.  Currently only one car has a camera, this purchase would place a camera in both cars used for patrol.  The quotes were for $2,875 from Digital Ally and $5,534 from Watch Guard.  The camera from Digital Ally utilizes a card reader for the video.  This model also films the back seat of the squad car.  Motion to approve the purchase of the in-car camera from Digital Ally plus installation costs made by Monson/Hage, all yes, motion carried.
3. City owned trailer house – Superintendent Koep updated the council on the condition of the trailer.  It is no longer in a condition to repair and rent again.  Motion to declare the trailer as excess property to be disposed of in the best manner possible by Superintendent Koep, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
4. House on 325 Belmont Street in tax forfeiture – A motion to move forward with obtaining the property at 325 Belmont made by Bakalyar/Rients, all yes, motion carried.  A resolution will be presented to the council at the next meeting for officially obtaining the parcel.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Main Street Project update – Superintendent Koep shared information about the street project.  The council does not want to spend additional dollars for colored concrete in the crosswalks.  Expect to begin the storm sewer on September 5, 2012.  After the storm sewer, they can begin shaping the street for paving.  The Mill Road intersection will be done first and allowed to cure, so one intersection is open.  They will than need to close the remaining intersections for concrete work.   
NEW BUSINESS

1.  North City Park – garbage cans being replaced in the park as they become unusable?  More trash cans needed in the park, Superintendent Koep will work on replacing the cans.  The council will be presented with prices for new cans on Main Street and the current Main Street receptacles can be moved to the parks.
