Davis – I didn’t ask the city for a loan.  Interest rate for 15 years is 5.25% interest.  I am on a fixed income.  Can make payments, but not feels not fair to charge interest.  

Engineer Johnson – the interest rate is based on the bonding interest rate plus administration.  Life of the assessment is also based on the life of the bond taken by the city.
Mayor Nissen – Street Projects are selected on the need of the repairs of the streets and/or infrastructure.

Olson – Own a corner lot, was I charged for the paving that went around the corner?  Water shut off is too high.  Where is our mail box?

Koep – the water shut off can be pounded lower so that the lawn mower will not be hit.

Davis – Concerned with lumps of clay in the yard, hit by the mower.  Dirt in boulevard not leveled.  

Engineer will look at the condition of the boulevard.  We will look for the mail box.

Chad Koep – Concern the assessment is more than the value of the property.

1. Diane Hall – Drain tile on city property near 110 W Mill Rd – The project is on the contractor’s list.  He is currently working on several septic systems.  Finding a contractor is difficult.  It is the intention of the project being completed before winter.
AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Fire Department Fire Truck Purchase Consideration – Mayor Nissen shared information with the council on the forecast of the status of the Fire Department’s CIP for future purchases.   The forecast is based on a 3.5% increase in the contributions to the CIP fund over the next 10/15 years.  It is expected that the CIP will be funding (using the 3.5% increase) at a rate to cover the major truck and equipment purchases over the next years.  Motion to approve the purchase of a 2016 Truck at a cost of $396,758 from the Fire Department CIP funds made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Motion to pay for the chassis upon arrival, $195,414, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  Thank you to the members of the Fire Department for all of the work done on the project to bring the best truck at the best price to the council.
2. Police Department Cell Phone – Chief Konechne shared information with the council on adding a line to the 4 phone plan the city currently has vs. the police department getting a separate phone.  Motion to upgrade the current cell phone plan to the 5 phone plan with Verizon Wireless made Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
3. 2014 Street Project Assessment Role – Motion to accept the assessment role, with the following adjustments, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
a. Cother – reduce the assessment for the footage that did not get new curb

b. VFW – increase assessment $9,701 for additional parking lot work

c. Motion to amend the motion to include the reduction of $1,263.54 for Pam and Larye Wachal assessment, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
4. Preliminary 2016 Levy Resolution 15-19 – Motion to approve Resolution 15-19 made by Bakalyar/Monson, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
5. Additional Investment Institution Resolution 15-20 –Motion to approve Resolution 15-20 made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, voice vote, motion carried.
6. Street Signs – request to add control to the intersection of N. Griffin and 7th Ave N from area residents.  (1 block east of Hwy 86).  The residents are asking for a stop sign.  Motion to add a stop sign on the east/west bound made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
7. One Way Alley Consideration – Immanuel Lutheran Church/School is requesting the alley on the east side of the school be a, one way, north only flow.  The exit would be towards North Park.  The Immanuel teachers park in the alley and there is not room for two paths of traffic.  Motion to approve establishing the one way of north flow made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.   A stop sign will be added to the alley, state law requires a complete stop before entering the street, the sign be a reminder of this statute.
8. Senior Dining 2016 contract with Lutheran Social Service – Motion to approve the LSS contract for 2016 made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.

1.  Street Marking Signs –Signs have been ordered for the Northridge area and the motel area.

2. Main Street Striping – Mayor Nissen discussed the striping with the county engineers.  The City is responsible for the striping at this time.  Jackson County will install the handicap stall signage as soon as the City decides the location of the stalls.  Staff will meet with Wes Liepold to discuss the location of the stalls.
