AGENDA ITEMS:

Bond Refinancing Resolution 15-21 – Shannon Sweeny of David Drown Associates presented the results of the negotiated sale for refinancing the 2006A Pool Bond and the 2008A Improvement Bond (Street Project).  We completed a rating process with Standard and Poor’s during this refinancing.  The rating process changed the city from an A+ rating to an AA- rating, this change typically converts to a .5% savings on the interest rate.  The refinancing of these bonds has a net savings to the city in the amount of $109,679.13.  This was a negotiated sale with Northland Securities.  Motion to approve Resolution 15-21 made by Bakalyar/Monson, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
2. Accept Donation Resolution 15-22 – Motion to accept Resolution 15-22 made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, voice vote, motion carried.
3. Personnel Committee Recommendations –
a. Superintendent Jim Koep Retirement September 30, 2015 – Motion to accept Jim Koep’s retirement made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
