THIRD QUARTER FINANCIAL REPORT PRESENTED – Finance Manager Ulferts shared the financial report with the council.  
AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Police Officer PERA Resolution 15-23 – Motion to approve Resolution 15-23 made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
2. Tires for Skid loader – Motion to approve the purchase of skid loader tires at a cost of $815.62 from Hage Oil, Co. made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
3. Remote start for 2013 squad car—Chief Konechne shared information about the remote start.  Cost is expected to be less than $500.  No action taken at this time, item will be brought back to a future meeting.
4. Sand and Salt purchases for winter

a. Streets – Motion to approve the purchase of salt for the 2015/2016 snow season at a cost of approximately $2,000 (same as 2014) made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  Staff is still investigating the purchase of sand for the season.
b. Sidewalks – Two prices were obtained for salt for sidewalk maintenance for the winter.  United Supply True Valley $10 per bag, FCA Coop $10 per bag or $8.50 per bag if purchased 49 bags.  Motion to purchase 49 bags from FCA Coop at a cost of $8.50 per bag made by Pavelko/Hall, yes, motion carried.
5. Utility billing write off (sewer portion) – Motion to direct staff to write off the sewer portion of  $16,200.79 of old, past due utility bills made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Lakefield Public Utilities board approved their portion of the bills to be written off at their meeting earlier in October.
OLD BUSINESS
1.  City Wide Clean Up – Rasche will research this issue.
OTHER BUSINESS
1. Park Hours Discussion – Have had some minor vandalism at the North Park Shelter.  Hanging on doors (bending hinges).  Climbing on the pop machine and the picnic tables.  No action taken at this time.  The police department will monitor the number of people in the park after dark.
2. Street Assessment Dispute – a resident has filed at the Jackson County courthouse on the cost of their assessments for the 2014 street project.  Information will be provided as it is available.
3. Ford 350 Tree Truck – Council wishes to get repair estimates for the vehicle.  Staff will collect this information.
4. “Old” voting booths – Motion to declare the old voting booths as excess property and be given to other voting districts in Jackson County made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
