Minutes Approval -- Motion to approve the minutes, with changes of Mill Rd references in the minutes to 820th Street, of November 13, 2012, made by Monson/Rients, all yes, motion carried.

AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Accept donations to Police Department DARE program – Motion to approve Resolution 12-34 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
2. 2013 Budget Adoption- Finance Manager Ulferts reviewed the budget numbers for the council.  Staff reduced the budget from a 9.0% increase to a 6.5% increase.  The increase is attributed to paying the bonds utilized for the 2013 street projects, including Main Street, Milwaukee and Menage.  Annually, for the next 15 years, $90,000 will be taken from the tax levy to meet the bond payment requirements and the payback of the CIP funds that were used for the project.  Motion to approve Resolution 12-36 made by Rients/Hage, all yes, motion carried.
3. Fund Transfers approval – Motion to approve the funds transfer of $220,000 from the General Fund and $375,000 from Main Street CIP to Street Project CIP made by Hage/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
4. Fence Code Ordinance change recommendation from Planning and Zoning – Motion to approve the Ordinance made by Rients, 3 calls for a second, motion dies for lack of a second.  The zoning board will be asked to attend a future council meeting to present the reasons for the ordinance change.  Dave Schlottach, as chair of the Planning and Zoning board, will be asked to attend the next council meeting.
5. Resolution of understanding for stop traffic on Main Street and Co. Rd. 14 – Motion to adopt Resolution 12-35 made by Rients/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
6. PeopleService Contract Review/Approval – Motion to approve the PeopleService contract for 2 additional years, authorizing the Mayor to sign said contract made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
7. Street Sweeper repair or replace – The street sweeper is leaking hydraulic fluid.  The parts needed to repair the cylinders are no longer made.  This is informational only.  Superintendent Koep has found a company that could build a cylinder; he will get a price for the rebuild of a cylinder before asking the council to take action.  The sweeper is a 1994 unit.  No more street sweeping will happen until something happens with the unit.  
8. 2013 Liquor/Tobacco Licenses – Motion to approve the licenses presented made by Bakalyar/Rients, all yes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  820th Street (Mill Rd) Water/Sewer Project – The contractor has begun boring in some of the lines.  Project will be completed in the spring of 2013.  

NEW BUSINESS

1.  Street Project in West Lakefield in 2013 – Superintendent Koep asked the council about another street project in 2013.  His proposal is replacing 4th and 5th Aves W, running East/West.  The work proposed is a complete street rebuild, including underground, curb, gutter, pavement, etc.  This area is a concern of causing I/I to the waste water treatment plant.  Consensus of the council to move forward, possibly bidding it in the early spring 2013, for completion in 2013, paving in 2014.  Koep will discuss with the engineers, if this schedule is possible.  No action taken.
