RESOLUTION APPROVING SUMMARY
PUBLICATION OF ORDINANCE NO. 93.20
AMENDING CITY OF LAKEFIELD
ANIMAL ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, the City of Lakefield, acting by the City Council, has adopted a lengthy ordinance establishing the permit raising of laying hens within the limits of the City of Lakefield;
WHEREAS, as authorized by Minnesota Statutes, Section 412.191, subd. 4, the City Council has determined that publication of the title and summary of the ordinance will clearly inform the public of the intent and effect of the ordinance; and
WHEREAS, a printed copy of the ordinance and a copy of the entire text of the ordinance is available for inspection during regular office hours at the office of the Administrative Clerk.
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF LAKEFIELD that the following summary of the ordinance is approved for summary publication:

CITY OF LAKEFIELD
ORDINANCE NO. 93.20 CHICKENS AND OTHER FOWL
(A)   Permit required for keeping of chickens and other fowl.  No person shall anywhere in the city keep, harbor or maintain care, custody or control over any chicken without obtaining a permit issued by the city.
   (B)   Application for permit.  Any person desiring a permit under this section shall make written application to the City Code Enforcement Officer. 
   (C)   Duration of permit.  All initial permits issued shall expire on December 31 of the following year after its issuance unless sooner revoked.  The application fee for such permit shall be set by City Council and may be changed from time to time.
   (D)   Refusal to grant permit.  The city may refuse a permit to keep or maintain chickens hereunder for failure to comply with the provisions of this section, and shall refuse a permit if such chickens should not be kept upon the premises described in the application or the permit.  
   (E)   Numbers and types of chickens allowed.
      (1)   No more than TEN chickens shall be maintained at any one residence or premises.
      (2)   The keeping of roosters is prohibited.  Keeping of roosters shall be grounds to revoke granted permit.  Chickens shall not be raised or kept for fighting.
   (F)   Impounding of non-domesticated animals, chickens, and other fowl.  Any non-domesticated animal, including chickens and other fowl, kept in violation of this section may be impounded by the city, and after being so impounded for five days or more without being reclaimed by the owner, may be destroyed or sold.   
   (G)   Public or private nuisance.  No person shall allow any chicken under his or her ownership or control to disturb the peace and quiet of the city or to otherwise become a public or private nuisance so as to annoy, injure or endanger the health, safety, comfort or repose of the public. 
   (H)   Pens and yards.  All chicken coops and chicken runs wherein chickens are kept or permitted to be shall be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition, devoid of all rodents and vermin, and free from objectionable odors.  
   (I)   Chickens within city limits; confinement. Every person who owns, controls, keeps, maintains or harbors hen chickens must keep them confined on the premises at all times in a chicken coop or chicken run while in the city.  Chickens are not allowed to be located in any part of the home, unfenced yard and/or garage.
   (J)   Chicken coops and chicken runs. --Any chicken coop and run fencing must be consistent with building and zoning codes.
   (K)   Conditions and inspection.  No person who owns, controls, keeps, maintains or harbors hen chickens shall permit the premises where the hen chicken are kept to be or remain in an unhealthy, unsanitary or noxious condition, or to permit the premises to be in such condition that noxious odors are carried to adjacent public or private property.  
 (L)   Enforcement.  The City Code Enforcement Officer shall enforce the provisions of this section and may be enforced by any full‑time or part‑time post licensed peace officer with jurisdiction for the city.
