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BICYCLES
' 73.01  TRAFFIC LAWS APPLY.
Every person riding a bicycle on a roadway shall be granted all the rights and shall be subject to all the duties applicable to the drivers of the vehicles under the laws of the state and the traffic laws, except those traffic laws which by their nature cannot reasonably be applied to bicycles.

' 73.02  OBEDIENCE TO TRAFFIC-CONTROL DEVICES.
(A)
Any person operating a bicycle shall obey the instruction of the official traffic-control signals, signs, and other control devices applicable to vehicles, unless otherwise directed by a police officer.

(B)
Whenever authorized signs are erected that no right or left or U-turn is permitted, no person operating a bicycle shall disobey the direction of any sign of this type except where the person dismounts from the bicycle to make the turn; in that event the person shall then obey the regulations applicable to pedestrians.

' 73.03  MANNER AND NUMBER RIDING.
No bicycle shall be used to carry more persons at 1 time than the number for which it is designed and equipped, except:

(A)
A baby seat is attached to the bicycle, provided that the baby seat is equipped with a harness to hold the child securely in the seat and that protection is provided against the child=s feet hanging in the spokes of the wheel; or

(B)
In a seat attached to the bicycle operator.

' 73.04  CARRYING ARTICLES.
No person operating a bicycle shall carry any package, bundle, or article which prevents the driver from keeping at least 1 hand upon the handle bars or from properly operating the brakes of the bicycle.

' 73.05  CLINGING TO VEHICLES PROHIBITED.
Persons riding upon any bicycle, coaster, roller skates, toboggan, sled, skateboard, or toy vehicle shall not attach the same or themselves to any street car or vehicle upon a roadway.

' 73.06  RIDING ON ROADWAY OR SHOULDER; RESTRICTIONS.
(A)
Every person operating a bicycle upon a roadway shall ride as close as practicable to the right-hand curb or edge of the roadway except under any of the following situations:

(1)
When riding or overtaking a vehicle proceeding in the same direction;

(2)
When preparing for a left turn at an intersection and into a private road or driveway; or

(3)
When reasonably necessary to avoid conditions, including fixed or moving objects, vehicles, pedestrians, animals, service work, or narrow width lanes to make it unsafe to continue along the right-hand curb or edge.

(B)
If a bicycle is traveling along a shoulder of a roadway, the bicycle should travel in the same direction as the adjacent vehicular traffic.

(C)
Persons riding bicycles upon a roadway or shoulder should not ride more than 2 abreast and not impede the normal and reasonable movement of traffic, and on a lane or roadway, shall ride within a single lane.

(D)
A person operating a bicycle upon a sidewalk, or across the roadway or shoulder on a crosswalk, shall yield the right-of-way to any pedestrian and shall give an audible signal when necessary before overtaking and passing any pedestrian.  No person shall ride a bicycle upon a sidewalk within a business district.

' 73.07  TURNING AND CHANGING LANES; ARM SIGNALS.
An arm signal to turn right or left shall be given continuously in the last 100 feet traveled by the bicycle before turning, unless the arm is needed to control the bicycle, and shall be given while the bicycle is stopped waiting to turn.

' 73.08  SPEED RESTRICTIONS.
No person shall operate a bicycle at a speed greater than is reasonable and prudent under the conditions then existing.

' 73.09  PEDESTRIAN RIGHT-OF-WAY ON SIDEWALK.
When any person is riding a bicycle upon a sidewalk, that person should yield the right-of-way to any pedestrian and shall give an audible signal before overtaking or passing the pedestrian.

' 73.10  EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS.
(A)
(1)
No person shall operate a bicycle at nighttime unless the bicycle or its operator is equipped with a lamp which shall emit a white light visible from a distance of at least 500 feet to the front and with a red reflector of a type approved by the Department of Public Safety which is visible from all distances from 100 feet to 600 feet to the rear when directly in front of the lawful lower beams of the headlamps of a motor vehicle.

(2)
No person may operate a bicycle at any time when there is not sufficient light to render persons in vehicles on the highway clearly discernible at a distance of 500 feet ahead unless the bicycle or its owner is equipped with reflective surfaces that shall be visible during the hours of darkness from 600 feet when viewed in front of lawful beams of headlamps on a motor vehicle.

(3)
The reflective surfaces shall include reflective materials on either side of each pedal to indicate their presence from the front or the rear and with a minimum of 20 square inches of reflective material on each side of the bicycle or its operator.  Any bicycle equipped with side reflectors as required by regulations for new bicycles described by the U.S. Consumer Products Safety Commission shall be considered to meet the requirements for side reflectorization and contained in this division.

(B)
No person shall operate a bicycle unless it is equipped with a brake which will enable the operator to make the brake wheel skid on dry, level, clean pavement.

(C)
No person shall operate upon a highway any bicycle equipped with handlebars so raised that the operator must elevate the hands above the level of the shoulders in order to grasp a normal steering grip area.

(D)
No person shall operate upon a highway any bicycle which is of a size so as to prevent the operator from stopping the bicycle, supporting it with at least 1 foot on the highway surface, and restarting in a safe manner.

' 73.11  NEW BICYCLE SALES; REQUIRED EQUIPMENT.
No person shall sell or offer for sale any new bicycle unless it is equipped with reflectors and other equipment as required under '' 73.11(A) and 73.11(B) and by the regulations for new bicycles prescribed by the U.S. Consumer Products Safety Commission.

SKATEBOARDS AND ROLLER SKATES/ROLLER BLADES
' 73.25  DEFINITIONS.
For the purpose of this subchapter, the following definitions shall apply unless the context clearly indicates or requires a different meaning.

CENTRAL BUSINESS DISTRICT.  The area of the city bounded as set forth in Ch. 74, Sch. II of this code.

ROLLER SKATE/ROLLER BLADE. A shoe with wheels attached or a device with wheels which is designed to be attached to a shoe.

SKATEBOARD.  A wheeled, self-propelled device designed to transport a rider in a standing position, which device is not otherwise secured to a rider=s feet or shoes.

' 73.26  USE RESTRICTIONS.
(A)
It is unlawful for a person to ride a skateboard or to use roller skates:

(1)
On any public sidewalk, on any public street, or on any public parking lot within the central business district between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. on any day of the week except between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 8:00 p.m. on any night on which central business district retail business establishments are open;

(2)
In any careless, reckless, or negligent manner so as to endanger or be likely to endanger the safety of any person or property of any other person;

(3)
On any public street or sidewalk after sunset and before sunrise; or

(4)
On any state highway within the city.

(B)
No person riding a skateboard or roller skating shall attach the same or his or her person to any vehicle upon a roadway.

(C)
Every person riding a skateboard or roller skating on any public street shall ride as close as possible to the right-hand curb or edge of the roadway.

' 73.27  IMPOUNDMENT FOR VIOLATION; APPEAL.
A person apprehended by a police officer for violating this subchapter does by his or her use of the public streets and sidewalks consent to the impoundment of his or her skateboard or roller skates used to commit the violation for a period of 3 days upon the first offense, 7 days upon the second offense, and 30 days upon any subsequent offense.  Any person aggrieved by the impoundment of his or her skateboard or roller skates may petition the Council for a hearing at any regular Council meeting following the impoundment.

' 73.28  VIOLATIONS.
A violation of this subchapter shall be a petty misdemeanor, and any violator may be punished accordingly.
