Doing this before the project will allow for better preparations of the plans for the contractor.  The estimated cost for this televising is $5,000.  Motion to approve televising the 2018 Street Project by Winter’s Plumbing up to $5,000, if more funds are needed the Mayor and Administrative Clerk has the authority to approve more funds, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
