1.  Snow Blower Information

1.  2018 Street Project – Summer Lane Sanitary Sewer Information – Brent Kavitz-SEH Engineer worked on cost estimates for three options for the sanitary sewer system on Summer Lane. 1)  Force Main for residents to connect grinder pumps, 2) City install gravity feed lines and a small lift station 3) City install a gravity feed line with a lift station like the stations currently in Lakefield.  See attachment for details of each option.  The council decided to collect three installation quotes, of certified installers for EOne systems, for an individual property and share the cost with the homeowners (option 1 on table).  Official action will be taken at the meeting in which the three quotes are presented and the money amount decided for the cost share.
