AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Fire Department Request –The Fire Department is requesting approval to purchase a  40# Rigid Mount Washer Extractor and Dryer for washing of turnout gear.  The department is seeking grants to fund this.  The department would like to make the purchase even if the grants are not received.  The department will use Firemen’s Dance donations to reimburse the city for the purchase.  Motion to approve the purchase and make the needed building modifications made by Rossow/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  Funds will come from the fire relief association.  Estimated cost is $21,000.
2. Consider approval of hire of Jen Hash for Ambulance Service – Motion to approve the hiring of Jennifer Hash for the Ambulance Service made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS

1.  Request from ambulance patient for billing forgiveness – The ambulance service has received a request for forgiveness of the “no transport” fee for a patient of an accident in summer 2018.  The patient claims no assessment was completed, although an assessment and decline transport document was signed by the patient.  The billing is $150.  Ambulance Director Fricke discussed the incident with the appropriate staff and reaffirmed that staff did an assessment, as vitals were recorded on the assessment document.  The patient claims to have not understood the document she signed as an agreement to pay the $150.  Two people were in the vehicle, one has paid the $150, and the other is disputing.  Motion to continue with the billing process, no forgiveness, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
2. Winter Trail Maintenance – Mayor Rossow has been approached about why the walk trail is not cleared in the winter months.  The council discussed the request.  Council is concerned about the liability issues of the city.  The path would need salting, constant clearing.  Equipment and salt would be hard on the asphalt, potentially shortening the life of the trail.  The trail is considered a seasonal trail.  The trail will not be maintained in the winter.

1. Other Board and Committee Reports

i. School Community Committee Meeting was held.  The group was small, but it is expected to grow as information becomes more available.  The discussion was a good exchange of ideas and information.  Pavelko recommends council members visit the Round Lake school building and see the possibilities of the current school building, if the school is no longer in need of it.
