Troy Schultz – Baseball and Softball Field Improvements, request for crushed concrete donation—A group of community volunteers is working to fix up the athletic fields; baseball, softball, MS football area.  They are requesting a donation of crushed concrete from the city.  The concrete would be used as base for a batting cage and in other areas as needed.  Motion to approve the donation, of as much crushed concrete as needed for these improvements, made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS
1.  Summer Lane Grinder Pumps – Engineer Kavitz received a price quote of installation and grinder pump price for a total of $8,550 for one location.  Mayor Rossow recommends the council consider approval of an “up to 50% matching funds” based on this one quote; matching up to $4,500 per property.  The council discussed this at length and felt some coverage of unforeseen expenses should be covered.   Motion to approve a reimbursement to each installing property owner up to $5,000, for installation of a grinder pump made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  It is this council’s intension that this $5,000 of assistance remains in place for all properties, for the first pump and installation, that need service from the force main and a grinder pump for their properties along Summer Lane. Subsequent maintenance, repairs and replacements will be the responsibility of the property owner. The 50/50 match portion of previous discussions was removed.  The home owner shall submit a paid receipt to the City for reimbursement of the city’s portion of the project.
