Middle School Builder’s Club – North Park Improvements Presentation—Corey Pauling JCC Middle School Civics Teacher, shared information about the Builder’s Club (a subdivision of the Lakefield Kiwanis Club). Avery and Kiara shared what they would like to do to the field, adding sand to the base paths and benches for the teams to sit, bases are needed and storage boxes for the supplies for the games. OTHER BUSINESS/COMMITTEE REPORTS

1.  Ambulance information discussion – Ambulance Director Jeremy Fricke asked the council to consider an increase in on call pay to the ambulance crew.  Rates were shared from area towns and towns in Minnesota that are a like size of Lakefield.  Proposal request is to increase weekday pay to $2.25 and weekend/holiday pay to $4.00.  The council discussed the sustainability of the pay increases.  Run pay increases are easier to sustain because runs are billable.  Will an increase in pay help with getting more people to take on call hours?  Is there an opportunity to utilize the fire department first responders to assist with call more?  Much discussion on how to fund the increase ongoing (sustainability).  The council took no action and will revisit the request at a future meeting.

a. North Park Use by Immanuel School on May 13th – Immanuel School has reserved the park for a fundraising event of inflatables for the day.  They will have “toys” at the North Park and at the “Soccer” fields.  They will provide a certificate of insurance.  The items will be powered by generators.  No action needed, informational.
