1. 2018 Street Project Considerations

a. Resolution 18-14 -- Approve project bids – The council discussed the pros/cons of completing the curb/gutter and asphalt for North Hunter Street.  The council felt the delay of that portion of the project will make the development on the east side of the street less marketable and completion of the smaller portion of the project at a later date will only become more expensive.  Motion to approve Resolution 18-14 for approval of Bids for the 2018 Street Project with Alternate 1 made by Pavelko/Monson, roll call vote, all yes, motion carried.
b. Resolution 18-15 – One written request received from Wilbur Hage at 202 Hunter Street.  The council discussed the request.  No adjustment to the Hage assessment was made. c. Test quotes consideration – No action taken.  Will be brought to a future council meeting.  Staff will do additional research on the two submissions, including if either company will be completing testing for other communities and the location test samples must go to, if a saving can be had by Lakefield delivering the samples vs. paying the company to pick up.

· A closed session would benefit the public because the ultimate outcome of the threatened litigation may impact the finances and regulatory authority of the City.
