1.  Lori Kolander – Appliance Recycling Business Information – Green Earth Recycling, an E recycling center, electronics, appliances, scrap metals.  Currently they provide recycling free to residents, on a trial basis.  Provide a data destruction service, e.g. hard drives are destroyed on site.  The intend to work with the city wide cleanup program the city is providing in June, they will be open to accept items at their site.  They will pick items outside of homes, if someone cannot get the item to the location; will not enter homes at this time.  They disassemble items to the smallest possible to sort the metals for recycle.

3. Farm Acre lease of acres effected by pond/ditch project – Motion to allow Jacob Ackerman to farm to a crop of his choice the 20 acres in the SE corner of the property located around the Jackson County Shop at no rent for 2017, he assumes all risks for inputs or crop loss made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Ambulance Call Pay Increase Request – Jeremy Fricke, Ambulance Director asked the council to consider rates of $1.75 on call for weekday/day hours (6 am to 6 pm); $2.00 weekday/night hours (6 pm to 6 am); and $4 per hour for holidays and weekends.  This is an increase of $7,060 in annual increase of wages for the service. After much discussion, the following motion was made; Motion to approve an on call rate of $1.75 for weekday/day hours (6 am to 6 pm); $2.00 weekday/night hours (6 pm to 6 am); $3.50 weekends (Friday 6 pm to Sunday 6 pm); and $4 per hour for holidays (Set 03-02-2015 Council Minutes: New Year’s Eve, New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, 4th of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, the day after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve and Christmas Day are the requested holidays for holiday pay for the ambulance crew.  The holiday pay will begin at Midnight and end at 11:59 pm for a 24 hour period.  Motion to approve the holiday hours presented made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.) and a per month pay to the person completing the schedule of $50 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  The council is very thankful to the ambulance crew for the care they give to residents of the community.
OTHER BUSINESS 

1. Koep land transaction follow-up – Mayor Rossow shared information that he spoke to the city attorney and the agreement from the council was acceptable terms for the transaction.  Documents have not been signed yet.  
2. Beverages with the Mayor follow-up – Good discussion was heard.  Ideas for recruiting people to the community.  Recruit college graduates to the area to take over businesses of those that are retiring.  A monthly brush clean-up was requested.  
3. Nuisance committee discussion – What are the council’s thoughts on assembling a nuisance committee for the enforcement of the nuisance ordinance.  Council had some concerns about how it would be handled.  City of Windom has a nuisance committee; Mayor Rossow would like to collect information from Windom on the success of their program.  Council member Pavelko suggested organizing a group of concerned citizens that are willing to assist others abate a nuisance, an Action Committee, willing to take action vs. “complaints” about neighbors.  Seems that more positive results could be seen, with an Action Committee.
4. Tordson house update—No update at this time
5. Sunday liquor sales discussion – a general discussion on what area stores are doing was shared.  More staffing will be required if Lakefield would be open the additional hours on Sunday.  No decision was made.  The liquor committee will meet to discuss.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS:
1.  Street Department – the T-ball field has been laid out in North City Park in paint.  The kids have viewed the layout and they are excited to help make the field happen.  Staff is looking into costs to use agri lime for the base lines vs the cost of sand.
