DEPARTMENT REPORTS – PG 2

1.  Street Department shared information about the concern of the driving around the boulders and cones located to eliminate vehicle traffic on the cart path on the East end of Northridge Cul De Sac.  The operator of the golf course wishes vehicles to have access to that exit; he has been invited to a future council meeting.  Boulders have been replaced and the person removing them has been told this is city property.  
2. Clerk – Power in Lakefield was interrupted at approximately 4:00 a.m. today.  The generators were run for approximately 2.5 hours.  Lakefield is back on line power.

Breann Grein – vermin control in neighborhood – There are rats in her neighborhood.  She is concerned about where the rats are living.  The city has limitations on what we can do.  She requests the city to do something about this issue.  Poison is a concern because of the many dogs in the neighborhood. The neighbors do not communicate.  Griens have worked on cleaning up their yard.  The neighbors have been seen removing trash from the garage.  Chief Andrew has been communicating with all parties involved to try and find a solution.  Council recommends resident putting poison on their property to work on the problem.


Alisha Paplow- Director of PEBC – installation of playground equipment at Spark’s Park –The park has a natural play space area they have received some funds to redo that area.  The plan is to build a small treehouse platform, a balance beam, and stepping stones.  Motion to approve the improvement to the natural park area by PEBC in Spark’s Park made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.

Jeff Paplow -- Backyard water at 201 Funk Ave in alley – resident is concerned about the amount of water in the backyard.  He feels the 2016 Street Project caused the water to pool in his backyard.  Foreman Frerichs feels the alley was reshaped and caused the water to hold in his area.  The council requests staff to look into ways to alleviate this issue.
AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Fire Department Considerations

a. Purchase of addition hose feet – Motion to approve the purchase of additional hose up to the amount of $4,424, pending the result of the DNR Grant Application, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
b. Installation of wash tub and urinal in fire shed – The installation of the extractor and dryer required more space for installation then first expected.  They now are in one of the bathrooms and in the utility room.  The department would like to install a utility sink for washing helmets and other items.  The installation of a urinal would allow more access to facilities for the crew.  Now is the time since the plumbing is exposed.  The relief association will pay for this modification.  Motion to approve the modification to the project up to $1,000, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
c. Purchase of fire hose tester pump – The department does not have a hose tester.  Fire hose should be tested annually.  The department would like to purchase a pump for testing that would allow the testing to occur more regularly.  Motion to purchase a hose tester, up to $3,000, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes motion carried.
2. Resolution 19- 12 acceptance of $5,000 grant and Ambulance Donations – Motion to approve Resolution 19-12 made by Hall/Pavelko, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.
3. Class 3/4 Waters Rule Making Comments Consideration – Motion to approve the letter, allowing Engineer Cavett flexibility to modify the 122Q10 section, if she receives information that would be pertinent for Lakefield, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
4. Tuck Point City Hall Price Quote – The council discussed the quote provided.  The council feels the project does need to be done but would like a second quote.  Staff will work to find an additional quote.  
5. Octoberfest Raffle Permit Consideration – Motion to approve the OctoberFest raffle with the drawing to be held during the OctoberFest activities made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
6. Resolution 19-13 declaring an emergency of the ice storm Lakefield is in currently.  Motion to approve Resolution 19-13 made by Rossow/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.

OTHER BUSINESS

1. Workshop or council committee for presentation of 2020 Street Project 30% plans? – The Engineers would like to present the project plans at 30% completion.  This can be a presentation for the entire council or just the street committee (Bakalyar/Rossow).  The presentation will be after April 29th.  If the entire council wishes to see the plans at 30%, and changes the April 22nd meeting to April 29th  it would allow attendance at the next JCC school board meeting, if council members wished to attend.  The plans presentation would be a workshop for the council before the 29th meeting.  Motion to set the next council meeting to 7:00 p.m. on April 29, 2019 and a council workshop at 5:30 p.m. on April 29th made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
2. Washing Machine for the Ambulance Department – The ambulance service would like to purchase a washer and dryer for their use at the shed.  The funds raised during thru their Sweepstakes events could be used for the project.  The addition of the units will require plumbing and electrical work.  Would the council be acceptable to this modification to the building?  Staff will bring cost estimates to a future meeting.
3. 2016 Street Project Final Pay Request Discussion – 2016 Street Project Final Pay Request Discussion – Wenck Engineering has sent a request for payment of the remaining $26,032.70 less $2,135 ($35 per connection at 61 connections) totaling $23,897.70 of the retainage we are still holding.  The retainage was held for reseeding of the boulevards and the televising of the sewer system.  The reseed happened, but the televising did not.  The $35 per connection is for the televising, the contractor is willing to leave that with Lakefield.  The Mayor has concerns about the request as the quote from Empire Pipe for the televising at $175 per service and Pleasant St has a large crack in the asphalt.  The council will send a response to this pay request denying payment at this time.  The reasons for denial include the cost of televising received from Empire Pipe, provide proof that boulevard seeding was complete as to the terms of the contract and concern of the crack on Pleasant St as a warranty issue.
4. Snow Blower Repair Bill – The council feels the repair in 2019 was a result of issues with the repairs done in 2018.  The council wishes to deny payment of the invoice and asked the Mayor to generate a response of why the denial.   Motion to deny payment of the bill made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
