Assessor
Assessor Jason McCaslin presented an overview of the result of assessments for Jackson County.  Lakefield has been the strongest market in the county in recent years.  Lakefield residential saw a 4% blanket increase in residential values, because of the strength of the market.  No changes were made to Jackson County commercial valuation, as there were not enough qualified sales to justify and increase.
Dewayne Hage, representing his mother Adele Hage at 301 Mill Rd E (24.321.1380) shared concerns of the value of the property.  Current valuation is $69,300.  The home is surrounded by commercial properties, most notably the grain elevator and feed mill.  The property has not been viewed since 2011; it is scheduled to be viewed in 2017.  

Assessor McCaslin received contact from the owners of the assisted living facility, Doman Rose & Rosewood Villa to review their valuation.  Motion to make no change to the value of 24.033.1200 and 24.033.1201 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  This will allow time for the research to be completed; the assessment will be considered by the Jackson County Board of Equalization at their June meeting.  

The Lakefield Board asked if the assessors would be able/willing to review the Hage property tonight.  The assessors are willing and the property owner was available.  A motion to recess the hearing at 7:40 p.m., and reopen to the hearing after the assessors return from their viewing, was made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.

FINANCIAL REPORT EOY and First Quarter – Finance Manager Ulferts reviewed the financial status of the City of Lakefield.  She reports that the city is in good shape for the first quarter of 2017.  No areas of concern, in her opinion.  
AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Fire Department Request to purchase tool brackets for new truck – Motion to approve the purchase of  tool pocket and hanger kits to mount  on the sliding racks/shelves located on the truck in the amount of $961.55, using fundraising dollars made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
2. Steve Hanson property divide – Motion to approve lot split of 309 Summer Lane property made by Hall/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  This split will allow for the property to be sold and homes to be built.  Both parcels will meet lot size requirements.
3. 202 S. Hwy City Owned Property (Tordson house)
a. Consider ordering survey for property- Motion to order a property line survey for the property made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
b. Consider declare buildings for sale for removal from property -- Motion to declare the structures as excess property and for sale for removal with the below listed conditions made by Monson/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried. 
i. Relocation of the house must be done by a licensed house mover and if relocated within the City of Lakefield the house must be placed on a proper foundation and the roof replaced.  The house must be occupied within 12 months.

ii. Any structure that is purchased to be “pieced” out, the entire structure must be removed and completed within 30 days of the sale closing.

iii. A liability waiver must be signed by any person removing any structure.

4. Police Dept.
a. Motion to accept PT Officer Roselia Vazquez letter of resignation, with regrets, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
b. Motion to approve the overtime policy for the police department, made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
5. Krafka Golf Liquor License Approval Consideration – Motion to approve the renewal request for liquor license for Krafka Golf, contingent on all tax issues resolved with the State of Minnesota and Jackson County, made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
6. Modify Sidewalk Reconstruction Program Rules - Sidewalk committee met to discuss the parameters of the program, currently.  The current program is a 30% match of city funds with a limit of $625 per side of sidewalk for residential and $750 per side of sidewalk for commercial.  Recommendation is to increase the matching portion to 40% with a maximum increase to $800 for one side and $1600 for two sides for a residential property and $1200 for one side sidewalk and $2000 for two sides of sidewalk for commercial property.  Motion to approve the recommended changes made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
OTHER BUSINESS
1.  T-Ball Field Information – Cost to bring Red Ball Diamond Aggregate is $100 per hour travel, estimated at $600.  Cost of the Aggregate is $19.05 per ton, truck holds approximately 20 ton. Motion to approve the purchase of the Aggregate up to an amount of $1,200 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
