CALL THE COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER at 7:05 p.m.

Agenda Approval – Motion to approve the agenda made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
Minutes Approval – Motion to approve the minutes of April 11, 2019, meetings made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.

Accounts Payable – Motion to approve the payments and the investment and transfer activity as presented, in the amount of $292,493.19 made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Mayor Rossow made note that the shirts ordered.  17 were ordered.  The funds to pay for those were taken from ambulance fundraising dollars.

Scheduled

1.  Luther Hall Golf Course – Mr. Hall asked the council to reconsider the access to the clubhouse.  The council directed staff to place barricades as needed to allow for only golf cart access.  This access was built for cart access, not vehicle access.  He feels people may not come to the course because they don’t have access from the cul de sac.  He held a membership meeting and he was asked why he shut off the vehicle access.  Josh Swanson addressed the council about concerns about non-golfers that use/abuse the access when it was open to vehicles.  The council discussed options to put a street into the clubhouse parking lot.   Mr. Hall is trying to get more events at the clubhouse.  He feels the access change will be a deficit to the business.  The council’s intent of the installation of the rocks is to allow cart access only.  The council intent did not change with Mr. Hall’s request.
2. Lori Henning and Brittany __ Farmer’s Market at North City Park – The idea of a Farmer’s Market at the North Park that includes, products (as local as possible,) kids’ activities, adult activities, music, etc.  There is a Farmer’s Market Association that membership can provide insurance and other ideas for the Market.  The SNAP program can be used at a Farmer’s Market.  The calendar for 2019 is to run on Monday June 3rd thru October 14th.  The council is very supportive of the idea.  Motion to waive the fee for 2019 for the use of the North Park and any permit fees made by Hall/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
3. Green Earth Recycling City Wide Cleanup – Not present.  Council Pavelko shared information for them.  In 2018 they removed 50,000 pounds of materials from the city wide clean up.  They have concerns with scrappers coming during cleanup days.  The council has concerns about enforcing something that would control scrappers.  No action was taken.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS

1. Finance ~ Presentation of 2019 First Quarter Financial Report – Finance would like the council to consider pooling the CD funds vs. an individual CD purchased for that specific fund.  Motion to pool all CDs and allocate interest accordingly made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  Ulferts reviewed the quarterly report with the council.  She sees no concerns with any departments, at this time.
2. Police

a. Part Time non-sworn ordinance enforcement officer – Chief Konechne presented the idea to hire someone to handle the workings of ordinance violations from issuing notices to follow-up to compliance to billing for city work.  Thought is 10-20 hours per week at $10-$12 per hour.  Minnesota West, Worthington, has a police officer program that may fit the need.  The council generally likes the idea.  One concern is to become “nit picking” of properties.  Chief Konechne will not change the philosophy of the department on ordinances.  No action taken at this time.  Chief will work on the details of this position.
b. Hire part time officer consideration – A long time officer approached Chief Konechne about becoming a part-time officer for Lakefield.  The Chief is doing a background check currently.  Chief will bring the officer for hiring consideration after the background work is completed.
3. Street ~ Street sweeper is being repaired.  Mowing for the season has begun.  Met with a DNR representative about relocating of the burn pile.  The DNR has given its stamp of approval for the new location.  The permit for the new site is in the works.  All snow equipment has been removed from the trucks.  
4. Clerk ~ 2018 Street Project Update & Property Notice of Expiration – Included in your agenda packet is the latest update concerning the 2018 Street Project.  A Notice of Expiration of Redemption has been received.  This is a residential home.  Staff research feels there is no advantage to the City taking the steps to redeem the property.  Motion to NOT redeem the property at 104 W. 4th Ave, made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
5. Waste Water Certificate of Commendation Recognition – Congratulations and Thank You to Jason Rossow and PeopleService for the operation of our plant.
AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Special Event Approval Considerations

a. Pleasantview Elementary 5-30-2019 – The permit requests traffic control at the intersection of Milwaukee and Menage.  The Street Department will provide barricades for the event.  The council wants the police to be present at the event as duties allow.  Motion to approve the application made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Mayor Rossow will work with the coordinator of the event for details of their wishes for traffic control.
b. Immanuel School Color Run Permit 5-4-2019 – The permit does not request any city resources.  Motion to approve the application made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
2. Dog Park Fence Price Quote – Contact was made with two contractors for installation of a fence that is to be 80’ x 140’ with a dividing fence for a small dog/large dog area.  One cost estimate, from Midwest Fence Company was $15,000.  The other estimate from Lakefield Landscapes, Inc. is $7,393.46.  Motion to approve the dog park and the fence quote of $7,393.46 from Lakefield Landscapes made by Hall/Bakalyar, Yes:  Hall, Monson, Pavelko, and Bakalyar; No:  None; Abstain:  Rossow; motion carried.  Mayor Rossow abstained as his employer would provide the materials to Lakefield Landscape for the project.
3. Change Order for extension of R.O. Pilot at Water Plant – The change order to extend the Pilot for the R.O. System with Wiggins is $5,500 for an additional 30 days.  Motion to approve the change order at $5,500 and approve payment of the $49,500 invoice made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS

1. Rat Issue follow-up – Poison has been distributed at both properties.  The landlord has addressed the issue at his property and the neighboring property.  
OTHER BUSINESS

1. Televising of 2016 street project sewer services discussion –Mayor Rossow has been in conversation with Wenck Engineering about NOT paying the retainage. No response has been received yet.
2. Historic Cabin move to Lakefield with Historical Society – The cabin located at Island Park is in Windom.  This cabin is originally from Jackson County.  The City of Windom is looking for a new home for the cabin.  The Jackson County Historical Society is interested in the cabin.  A Lakefield location was discussed.  No action taken.
