AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Accept 2015 Audit – Motion to accept the 2015 Audit as presented, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
2. Quotes for televising sewer lines consideration – Chuck Vermeersch-SEH Engineering – Two price quotes were received.  One from Hydro-Clean in a total amount of $83,322.33, the other from Empire Pipe Service in a total amount of $80,528.94.  The council discussed the options of doing the entire project or portions of the project.  Chuck Vermeersch made contact with USDA Rural Development and this expense would be considered a reimbursable expense for Lakefield’s Water/Waste Water project.  Motion to approve the entire project of all zones mapped at a cost of $80,528.94 of Empire Pipe Service, made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
3. Consider Increase To Fixed Asset Threshold - Finance Manager Ulferts asked the council to raise the fixed asset threshold to capitalize items from $1,000 to $5,000.  Many supply and repair items are becoming more expensive, the higher threshold will reflect a more accurate picture of capitalized assets for the city.  Motion to raise the threshold from $1,000 to $5,000 made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
4. Fire Department

a. Replacing Batteries in the hand held radios – Council requested a firm price on the cost of battery replacement.  The department is doing testing on the batteries and will return with a solid replacement plan after results of the testing.
5. Street Project Bonding – Resolution 16-15 – Motion to approve Resolution 16-15 made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, voice vote, motion carried.  Bakalyar absent
6. Pool
a. Heater Repair vs. Replacement – Repairs to the heater for the pool are estimated to cost $700.  This repair MAY fix the issue and MAY last the 2016 season.  Staff is having difficulty finding a company that can pin point the problems for the heater.  Staff has researched replacement of the heater.  The current unit is nearing the 10 years age and replacement may be the better plan.  Cory Will-Utility Superintendent recommends the council consider replacement.  Two price quotes were received from Dakota Supply group one for $7,012.13 the other for $7,498.80, both prices would add $875 for factory start up.  We are waiting for an addition quote from a local contractor; he is proposing two smaller units.  If his price is favorable, a positive is he can provide service for the units.  Current service is located in the twin cities area. Motion to approve up to $8,000 for the replacement of the heater, made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
7. Patching Broadway Cost – Motion to approve the patching invoice of Fuller Paving in the amount of $5,600 made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
