Agenda Approval – Motion to approve the presented agenda made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
Minutes Approval – Motion to approve the minutes of May 6, 2019, meeting made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.

Accounts Payable – Motion to approve the payments, including the McQueen repair billing and the investment and transfer activity as presented, in the amount of $384,012.31 made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  
Department Report
· Street – The repairs have been done at the pool, currently filling with water.  One of the part-time employees has started for the season.  Updated the council on the condition of the water issue in the alley south of the waste water plant. It seems to be going down, but the rain has not stopped long enough to see if the yard is drying.
· Police – Chief is recommending removing the consideration of the Ordinance Officer position, at this time.  The council discussed nuisance ordinances in general and ways to address the property issues in the community using the staff we currently have in place.  Councilor Pavelko is interested in creating a committee that can be the review board for those cited with a violation.   Councilor Hall doesn’t support using taxpayer monies to “paint” someone’s house, if it isn’t health and safety (garbage attracting rodents, etc.)  Councilor Monson asked if there is a pathway for resident’s that cannot afford or unable to complete the needed property improvements.  No actions taken.  
· Clerk –A 2nd Tuck Pointing Quote is being worked on.  There will be a Waste Water Project 30% Plans Meeting with staff and engineer team that will be held May 28 at 10:00 a.m. in City Hall.

1.  Chad Janssen – Feral Cats Issue – A child was bitten by a cat when they were playing near the creek.  Requests the city do something about feral cats.  No medical attention was sought for the child.  Chief Konechne shared the “rules” of what steps must be taken if the city/police department captures a domesticated animal.  The most prominent rule is an animal must be kept for 5 days for the owner to claim.  It is illegal for the police department to dispatch a domesticated animal; the city would be responsible for any boarding fees if an animal remains unclaimed and is brought to a humane society.  Discussion included how to keep residents from feeding feral animals.  No solution was found, but any ideas would be appreciated for future consideration.

1. 2016 Street Project Information – Motion to extend the deadline for Schmidt Construction to address the asphalt and seeding issues to June 30, 2019, made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  Councilor Monson asked about “what if” they don’t complete the work by June 30th?  Mayor Rossow stated the issue will be readdressed at that time.
OTHER BUSINESS
1. Cooler for park and/or liquor store – Liquor Manager Frerichs asked the council about purchasing some used coolers for the liquor store from Shopko in Windom, as they are closing.  The coolers are three doors at a cost of $2300 each and a counter cooler at $500.  Motion to purchase two three door coolers and one counter top cooler, including funds to install electrical to operate up to $7,000 made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
2. Freezer for pool – Motion to approve the purchase of the used freezer from Shopko in Windom for use at the pool in the amount of $1500 made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.

1. Other Board and Committee Reports – The project at the ball fields is progressing.  Dugouts are completed, trees planted to name a few.  They also intend to replace damaged fencing. 
2. School Information as available -- The survey has been presented to the school board.
