A significant change to the pension numbers is seen 2017 vs. 2016.  This change is philosophy change in the accounting world.  City was an approximate change in net position of nearly 5% positive.  General fund has a good solid cash balance.  The city is in a strong financial position at this time.  Motion to accept the audit made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.

Clerk – 
Lakefield did not receive funding for our water/wastewater project.  The policy legislation added to the bonding bill was also removed.  The trips to testify at the capital was not all a loss, it is expected that we will be in touch with the MPCA on options.  The MPCA spoke with Senators Weber and Dahms assuring them Lakefield will be assisted, by the MPCA.  The MPCA told the senators the amendment concerning Lakefield was heard and they will work with us to find a solution.
City will be powered on May 22nd on generator power.  Some scheduled maintenance to a switch bringing power to the community is being worked on, during this time no power will be coming in to Lakefield.  The generators are expected to service the entire community.  If no issues arise with the generators, the community should not see any power outages during this time.
Finance – RFP for banking has been mailed to area banks.  Councilmember Bakalyar and Mayor Rossow will meet with one Utility Commission member and the Finance Manager to review the proposals and make a recommendation, which is expected to be presented at the July 2, 2018 council meeting.
