1.  Steve Hanson – request council to consider forgiveness of deferred street assessments on property located on Summer Lane.  Three special assessments were deferred on his property located at 309 Summer Lane.  The assessments were deferred for 15 years (September 2019) or until the property was sold (see hearing minutes of Sept. 7, 2004).  The assessments are $2,108.60 each.  The council will consider pro-rating the assessments.  Two pro rates were discussed, pro-rate based on the 25 year life of the street or pro-rated on the 15 year forgiven plan.  There is also an issue of a storm drain that is undersized for the amount of storm water
