OTHER BUSINESS
1.  MPCA 0% Loan Opportunity  -- 
a. Resident sewer service lines – council discussed this program.  They want staff to look into the program to assist property owners that have issues with their sanitary sewer service.  Kortney Nesseth-Sievert Agency stated that in the past 2 years 6 housed they have sold have had sewer service issues soon after purchase.
b. Resident Softener Removal -- council is not interested in this program, at this time, to use for residential softener removal.  They wish for staff to continue to research grant funding for the removals.
2. Lakefield Trail Meeting – Councilor Bakalyar asked staff to create/find a map that shows the hi-lights of the community.  Pool, trails, parks, etc.  Kavitz offered to work with the Lakefield EDA to create a marketing map for Lakefield.  He assisted the City of Gaylord with this type of project.  Rasche will work on this project.
3. Mosquito spraying of city – Councilor Monson asked about spraying the community.  Will this be on a future agenda?  City staff does spray the North City Park during the SummerFest activities.  This will be on a future agenda.
INFORMATIONAL ITEMS
1. PeopleService Contract – Lakefield Public Utilities is considering outsourcing operations of the electric department and the water department.  They are considering working with PeopleService for the water plant and system.  Council needs to be aware as this may affect the PeopleService contract for the sanitary sewer system.
