1. Diane Gerdes – request to credit sewer for grass watering because of street projects – Much of her yard has been and will be disturbed because of the work done on both sides of her property, she has a corner lot and projects have been done on both sides.  She requests a consideration of a credit for sewer charges for the water she will be using to reestablish the lawn when the project is completed.

AGENDA ITEMS:
1. 2018 Street Project Bonding Resolution 18-19 – Shannon Sweeny of David Drown Associates presented the council with the results of the bond bidding that occurred today.  The low bid, Northland Securities, Inc., is an interest rate is 3.0305%. The Standard and Poors Credit Rating for Lakefield was AA-, stable from the previous bonding.  Shannon feels this is the best rating Lakefield can receive as items that affect the rating are outside of Lakefield’s control.  The call date for this bond is February 2026.  Motion to approve Resolution 18-19 made by Bakalyar/Hall, voice vote, all yes, motion carried.  Closing is scheduled for June 19, 2018.
2. Sewer Credit Request Consideration – The council discussed the request.  Discussing the pros and cons of making the reimbursement for all properties of the street project, today and future projects.  No action taken, the water usage will be reviewed in the future.  
3. Fire Dept Tanker Bids Consideration – Two bids were received for the replacement of the tanker truck.  One bid was from UST of Volga, SD in the amount of $211,034; the other bid was from Heiman Fire Equipment in the amount of $175,911.  The truck committee of the fire department has reviewed the bids and is recommending acceptance of the bid from Heiman Fire Equipment for the purchase of the truck.  The committee also recommends the addition of $500 for Heiman Fire Equipment to complete the cab door lettering.  Motion to approve the price of $176,411 for the purchase of a tanker truck for the fire department and the additional door lettering made by Hall/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  It will take several months, 9-12 months, to receive the truck.  Options of disposal/sale of the current tanker truck will be explored after the new one is received.
4. Variance Consideration – Fence on property line at 209 5th Ave W. – A hearing was held by the Planning and Zoning Board on May 22, 2018 at 9:00 a.m. to collect comments for the variance request.  No opposition to the request was heard.  The board recommends approval of the variance request with a condition of an installation of a gate on the south wall of the fence large enough for mower access to the property not enclosed by the fence.  This is a recommendation requirement as a 10’ utility easement shall be maintained for access to the utilities located at the back of the property, outside of the fence.  Motion to approve the recommendation of the Planning and Zoning Board made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS
1.  Pleasantview Fun Run – Had some issues, Mayor suggests that staff be specifically assigned duties for events in the future.  A successful event happened, but some stresses occurred before the event.

An informational meeting is expected to be held for the council and interested parties for Mr. Friesen to present the funding package and be available for questions.
