d. Special Meeting to Discuss Ordinance Enforcement – Workshop will be held at 6:00 p.m. on July 8th to discuss.  
4. Ambulance 

a. Funds for washer/dryer electrical and plumbing modifications – The plumbing and electrical work for the installation of the washer and dryer at the ambulance shed is estimated at $1,500/$2,000.  Request to have the council approve additional funds expenditure for the project.  Motion to approve up to $2,000 made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
5. Fire Department

a. Repairs and modifications to garage doors – The department had an issue with getting one of the doors to rise on Saturday, the door did not go up evenly.  In the case of an emergency, the proper operations of doors are important.  The doors, also, do not have safety eyes in case someone is under a door during closing.  This has been noted as an OSHA safety item in other communities.  Staff would like to contact Midwest Garage Doors to give the doors a good maintenance go over and install the eyes and any other parts that need attention.  Motion to approve the work for the ambulance and fire hall garage doors as needed made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
6. Tuck pointing city hall building price quotes – A second price quote from Karr Tuck-pointing has been received.  The estimate is $34,307.  The first quote received from Heinemann Restoration Inc. is $50,100. Motion to approve and accept the quote of Karr Tuck-pointing made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried. 
7. Minnesota Energy city hall rooftop space lease agreement – The city attorney reviewed the document and had no major concerns.  Before giving approval, the council would like to see a picture of what the antennae will look like.  They have a concern of the exterior look of the building.  Rasche will ask for a photo to share with the council at the next meeting.  No action taken.
OTHER BUSINESS

1. Community mosquito spraying discussion – Rasche shared information collected from the cities of Windom and Jackson concerning their spray process.  The city of Jackson is willing to rent their applicator to Lakefield for $100 per time, Lakefield will purchase the chemical.  Pavelko reviewed the safety data sheets for the chemicals and shared his thoughts on the information.  Monson feels residents should be responsible for their own yards.  She is not comfortable with spraying the entire community.  She is concerned with the non-selective effect of the chemicals on other bugs.  It doesn’t decide what bugs it will and won’t eliminate.  Pavelko is concerned that if the city fogs the community, the people choice is taken away.  Motion to utilize spraying the entire community on a trial basis every other week (minimum of two runs) and review feedback received at the first meeting in August made by 
Bakalyar/Rossow, Yes:  Rossow, Bakalyar, Pavelko:  No:  Hall, Monson; motion carried.
2. Policy Change on Rental of North Park Shelter discussion – Motion to make the park rental a $40 NON-REFUNDABLE fee to reserve the shelter made by Monson/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
OTHER BUSINESS

1.  Dog Park – the fencing for the park has been purchased.  Installed is still a couple weeks out, pending the weather conditions and the contractor ability to get other jobs completed.
