DEPARTMENT REPORTS


Street – SummerFest was a busy weekend.  Things seemed to work well.


Police Dept – SummerFest was quiet from the standpoint of the police department

Clerk – Street signs report – 72 signs were sold during the festivities on Saturday of SummerFest.  The signs will remain for sale at city hall for a period of time.  Supply will be monitored and discussion with the council held later about any remaining signs that are not sold.


MPCA Report – Several options were discussed as options for Lakefield concerning the modifications to meet the limits of the waste water permit.  Options range from full compliance to limit removal from the permit and several in between.  Some of the options are not as favored by the MPCA (permit removal) as others (variance application).  Karen Cavett and Daniel Marx are researching the range of options.  The next “step” is expected to be a presentation to the council and utility board to discuss the options and the ramifications of each option.  This is not expected to occur until after information is received concerning funding from USDA Rural Development.

1. Prairie Ecology Bus Event Permit Application – Motion to approve the permit application for Prairie Ecology Bus Center for their annual fundraiser, on August 10, 2018, 5:30 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. at Spark’s Park, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  The liquor license application will be presented at the next meeting.
2. Immanuel Lutheran Church Event Permit Application – No action taken, information will be presented at the next council meeting.
3. Street Department Lawn Mower Pricing Information – Street Foreman Frerichs shared information from Jansma Repair for the purchase of two Grasshopper mowers with the trade in of the one Grasshopper the city currently has.  Two 729 Air Cooled units, with trade in and discount priced at $16,300; Two 729 Liquid Cooled gas units, with trade and discount $21,500; Two Liquid Cooled Diesel, with trade and discount $22,300.   Motion to approve the purchase of two 725 DT Liquid Cooled Diesel Grasshopper mowers in the amount of $22,300 with trade in, made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.
4. Fire Hall Air Conditioner – The air conditioner at the fire hall has failed.  Dylan Hanson reports a new compressor is needed.  His compressor estimate is $1500 to $1800; a new unit is $4500 to $5000.  Motion to replace the compressor for the unit made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Council wishes to have the firemen place cleaning the unit on a regular schedule.
OLD BUSINESS
1. Non-Discrimination in Public Accommodations – No action taken.
2. Dog Impound Situation – Does the council wish to continue looking at the City operating a dog impound facility?  Is there an opportunity to create a cooperative situation with the other cities in Jackson County?  Andrew will inquire with the City of Jackson and bring information back to the council.  No action taken.
OTHER BUSINESS
1. Donation of street signs to the historical society – Motion to donate street signs to the Historical Society, as they wish to have, made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
2. Dog Park Area Grass Seeding Estimates – Staff met with Dave’s Lawn Care to discuss options for the dog park.  Three prices were shared from Dave’s for the seeding of the area.  Prices are:  Hydro seeding $6,534 per acre; Drop Drill Seeding $4,356 per acre; Sodding $5 per square yard.  No action taken.  Council asked staff to look at more options that involve more staff work vs. the hiring of work to be done for the seeding.
3. Street Sign Sales and Discussion of funds use – The council wishes the funds from the street sign sales to be put into the Parks CIP for the purchase of “something” of substance.  Funds may be used to improve a park or towards the building of the dog park.  A final decision will be made at a later date.
4. Appliance Pick up “Peddlers” – No action at this time.  The city will monitor this situation and take the lead from Jackson County.
