Agenda Approval – Motion to approve the updated agenda made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS 

Clerk – Approximately 90,000 pounds of cleanup items (appliances, metals, and mattresses) were removed from Lakefield by Green Earth Recycling.  This tonnage was taken for recycling and was not part of the garbage tonnage removed by Schaap Sanitation.

Richard Trenary – Richard has issues with water draining into his back yard since the relocation of sanitary sewer during the Dollar General project in 2016.  The lot is higher than it had been previous.  Water is draining from the other properties.  His yard has become a mud hole with all of the rain we have had this year.  Council directed staff to contact the S.E.H. Engineers to look at the issues and propose a solution for the water in his back yard and repair the intake.

AGENDA ITEMS:

1. Banking Institution RFP Presentation – Finance Manager Ulferts met with representatives of the City Council, EDA and Utility Board to review the proposals.  Proposals were received from Bank Midwest, United Prairie Banks, First National Banks, and Bank of the West (current bank).  After reviewing the proposals, the committee feels the proposals do not warrant a change to a bank other than Bank of the West, at this time.  No action needed, all accounts will stay as they are currently.  The council thanked Ulferts for her work in putting this together.
2. Special Events

a. Oktoberfest Immanuel Church – Motion to approve the Special Events permit and the temporary liquor license application for September 29, 2018, between the hours of 10:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m. at North City Park made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Street Department will ensure the barricades and fencing is available for the event.
b. Prairie Ecology Bus Center Event – Motion to approve the Special Events permit and the temporary liquor license, contingent of the receipt of proof of liquor liability insurance on August 10, 2018, between the hours of 5:30 p.m. and 10:00 p.m. at Spark’s Park, made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  Street Department will coordinate the needs for this event.
3. Replacement of garbage disposal at Multi-Purpose center – Motion to approve spending up to $1,885.80 for the replacement of the garbage disposal at the Multi-Purpose Center, made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.   Staff will work to collect two addition price quotes for this disposal. 
4. Zoning Code Ordinance Items

a. Interim Use Permit addition – The council discussed the Interim Use Permit addition to the Zoning Code.  Motion to approve the addition to the Zoning Code and authorize appropriate publication made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  This will be published in accordance to state law.
b. Conex Boxes Zoning Code Amendment – The Planning and Zoning Board reviewed this amendment and recommend the council approve.  The council edited the amendment to have the time limit of an interim permit for conex boxes 3 months with an additional 3 months, for a total of six months.  The zoning board recommendation was six months and six months. Motion to approve the amendment, changing the time limit to six months in total, to the Zoning Code and authorize appropriate publication made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.  This will be published in accordance to state law.
c. Unpaid Taxes or Charges addition -- Motion to approve the addition to the Zoning Code and authorize appropriate publication made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  This will be published in accordance to state law.
5. Man hole repairs price quote – Street Foreman Frerichs presented the council with information for manhole and catch basin repairs at the following locations:  S. Griffin and Mill Rd and 7th Ave S and Minnesota Street.  Photos of the issues were shared with the council. The City of Windom completed this on several of their manholes using the company of Floorcoat Midwest of Truman, MN; street staff went to Windom to see this process.  Motion to approve the repairs at an estimated cost of $2600 plus excavation costs made by Bakalyar/Pavelko, all yes, motion carried.
6. Lighting upgrade/replacement at Fire Hall and Ambulance Shed Quote – There are several bulbs and ballasts in the fire hall and ambulance shed that need replacement.  Rasche shared information about doing a complete replacement to move to a more energy efficient lighting fixture.  Cost of the transition, with a quote from JNC Electric is $6,000.  An estimated $800 would be available for an Energy Star rebate.  The calculation of the energy savings per year, with the changeover is $500.  Motion to approve the changeover made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
7. DODA Invoice for BioSolids Pump Repairs – Motion to approve the invoice of DODA USA Inc. in the amount of $2,431.86 made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS

1.  Dog Impound Information – Chief Konechne updated the council on the feedback from the City of Jackson on a possible partnership for a dog holding facility.  The response from the City of Jackson was not overly receptive of the partnership.  The council feels, without a partnership, the project is not feasible at this time.  There may be people in the community that would consider a “fostering” for an animal and PAWS could be a resource if an owner is not immediately found.  
OTHER BUSINESS

1. 2018 Budget Process Discussion – The council directed department heads to assemble their budget needs and have a workshop with the entire council to review the budget for 2019.
2. Temporary Closure of 3rd Ave North for building demolition – The buildings at 306 & 308 & 310 3rd Ave N. are being demolished.  The contractor has requested permission to close a portion of 3rd Ave N. at this location, for safety reasons.  Motion to approve the closure of 3rd Ave N. between Main Street and Bush Street as needed during the demolition made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The contractor is responsible for all street and sidewalk cleanup.  As a courtesy, contact Dan’s Repair when the demo date is established.
3. Tree Removal at 713 Douglas St. – A large tree, located in the boulevard at 713 Douglas, fell and blocked the sidewalk and impeded traffic on the street.  The tree was removed today at a cost of $1,000.  
INFORMATIONAL ITEMS

1. Okabena Road Work Information – Jackson County will be completing some road work on Co. Rd 20 (Okabena Rd) beginning July 2, 2018.  The work will be done from Hwy 86 in Lakefield west.
2. Other Board and Committee Reports—SW Broadband information about 1000 customers still on the cable system.  The “drop dead” date for the cable system is July 14, 2018.  They are trying all means possible to connect with customers and communicate with them to make a contact to switch.
