DEPARTMENT REPORTS – 


Street – any comments after spraying community for mosquitos?  Some council yes, felt there was a difference, some council no change.  Sprayed on July 2nd, took about 3 hours to spray.  Next spray, if equipment is available and weather permits, is to be July 22nd or 23rd.  Brush pile was burned over the holiday weekend.  Two manholes on Hwy 86 located near The Shed and Dollar General are deteriorating.  They do not serve a purpose, when they fail; they will be filled with sand for a temporary fix until the project work is done in 2020/2021.

Police Department – decals have been removed from squad 13.  He is working with Govdeals to sell the car.  Worthington and Jackson County sheriff department have used Govdeals.  They feel they have done better on sales of equipment vs. a local advertisement.  Brad Nestegard, as a part-time officer is on duty.  
Clerk – 
1. 2020 Budget Process Discussion ~ The council is satisfied with the process.  Department heads will assemble the budget to begin, the council will review.
2. Water Plant R.O. System Project ~ The MPCA and Department of Health have approved the R.O. Project for the water plant.  The proposed bidding timeline is:  Authorization to bid project given on July 22nd, with bid open date August 29th, bid award consideration September 9th.  Will be working with Engineer and Mary Jane Schultz of Public Finance Authority to complete the funding application.

3. Mayor – community safety concerns related to walking and biking.  An incident occurred where a person ran thru an intersection in which they should have yielded; a young child was nearly hit while riding their bicycle with their parents.  This incident occurred at the intersection of Milwaukee and Colonial Ave. What can the city do to make the situation better for walkers and bicyclist?  Signage on Menage near the pool to warn about pedestrians and bikers?  Community effort is needed to educate people about being safe, walking on the proper side of the street, obey street signs on bicycle, etc.

b. Resolution 19-16 Consideration – This resolution needs some reworking from the discussion held during the workshop.  It will be presented for approval on July 22nd.
2. Fire Department Tanker Truck Declare Excess Property for sale -- Motion to declare the  Fire Tanker as excess property and offer it for sale and allow staff to use best judgement as to the means of the sale to allow the city to get the most money for the truck, made by Hall/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
3. Storm drain intake repairs – Motion to approve the repairs in the amount of $6,390 plus excavation, if needed, made by Pavelko/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  (list of locations attached)
4. Minnesota Energy city hall rooftop space lease agreement – Motion approve the lease agreement and to request a bid for rent from Minnesota Energy for the space, and authorize Mayor and Clerk to sign agreement after rent amount is agreed upon, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
5. Rasche 

a. Attendance at the Coalition of Greater MN Cities Conference ($860 July 24 to 26) – Motion to approve Rasche’s attendance at the conference made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
b. Drain Tile Repair on Kruse land acres – there is a section of field tile in the farmable acres that needs repairs.  Estimated cost is $2,500.  Ken Ray Johnson is already in the area completing tile work for another property owner, and is agreeable to complete the work.  The tile repair is along the southern end of the property, near the Hanson Concrete property line.  This repair work will be beneficial to future construction, when it occurs.  Motion to approve the repairs up to $2,500 made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
c. GM Contracting invoice for 1st Ave S. Work Completed – Motion to approve the payment to GM Contracting in the amount of $29,197.95 made by Monson/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
OLD BUSINESS
1.  Midwest Garage Door Quote – the council approved this work at the previous meeting.  The quote was shared, in the amount of $2,090 as informational for the council.
2. Schmidt Construction 2016 Street Project – some asphalt and curb warranty work has been done.  Mayor Rossow will follow up with Wenck Engineers.
OTHER BUSINESS
1. Planning and Zoning addition of a moving permit as a part of the demolition code – The Planning and Zoning board recommends the addition of a moving permit as a part of the demolition code.  This permit will ensure a property owner moving a building takes an appropriate route concerning load weight, street width, power line clearance and tree care.  Motion to approve the addition of the moving permit to the demolition code made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
INFORMATIONAL ITEMS
1. Softball and Baseball Field Project Information – Councilor Pavelko shared the wish list of the committee, which is working hard, to make this project happen.    A question to the council is should the council put funds towards this project, the city is not an owner of the property.  The JCC School District is the owner of the property.  The city does help with “in-kind” assistance, as possible.  The council is very supportive of the project.  At this time, the council does not support a financial contribution to the project, but is very willing to continue to assist with the project “in-kind” as possible. 
2. Other Board and Committee Reports – SMBS is promoting a summer project of fiber installation.  SMBS will pay for the first $500 for fiber installation to an unserved property.
3. School Information as available – The results of the survey are expected to be presented to the school board on July 29th.  Council wants to promote attendance at this meeting to hear the results of the survey.
