1. Council Salary Change discussion – The council has the ability to discuss council and mayor compensation in each election year, before the election is held.  No action, the compensation will remain the same.
2. Culvert on East Twnshp Road 460th Street – Est. Cost $2,000 to be replaced in 2019 – The township suggests the culvert, near the current ditch maintenance project be replaced in 2019.  The estimated cost is $2,000; the city is responsible for 50% of the cost.  The culvert is ordered in the fall for spring delivery.  Motion to approve the joint project like in kind  of our 50% cost for the 2019 construction season, not to exceed $1,000, made by Pavelko/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
3. Pay Equity Compliance Notification – The City of Lakefield is in compliance for Pay Equity.  Motion to accept the Pay Equity report made by Bakalyar/Hall, all yes, motion carried.  This compliance check is completed each third year.
