1.  Sheriff Shawn Haken – TAC 10 (aka Calibur) Records Management System- Sheriff Haken shared a problem with the system that is looming for our county.  All departments in Jackson County use the same system.  The system has several components, not all departments use all of the components.  (see power point information).  A change is necessary as TAC 10 is no longer supported for compliance to Minnesota.  Sheriff Haken submitted a grant application; notification of the receipt of the grant will be in November.  Because of a VERY tight submission timeline, Lakefield and Heron Lake were included in the application.  Some area counties are joining together to share costs.  The possibility of Cottonwood and Watonwan and Jackson County joining is being investigated.  Sheriff Haken will be back in November with a formal request, based on the results of the grant request.

AGENDA ITEMS:
1. Resolution 17-20 -- Adopt Final Assessment Roll – The council did not approve the assessment roll as they requested the engineers to follow up with concerns shared by residents.  Mayor Rossow asked the engineer to confirm that all needed connections were made.  The engineer has been discussing the condition of the boulevard seeding with the contractor.  The current “plan” is to do work in the fall to improve the boulevards, dormant seeding, conditioning, and rock removal.  Motion to table the resolution made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.
2. Sewer Plant Make Up Air Unit Replacement Quotes Consideration – The unit is 22 years of age.  This unit blows fresh air into a building considered confined space and heats the building in the winter.  Rossow reported that this unit will be utilized with the improvements in the “Project” facing the community.  Life expectancy of the unit is 15 years.  Motion to approve the replacement of the make-up air unit in the amount of $8,250, submitted by Schwalbach Hardware made by Pavelko/Hall, all yes, motion carried.
3. Personnel Consideration – Jerry Prestin has been intending to retire since November of 2015, because of the circumstances of Superintendent Koep retiring and Danny Altman retiring, Jerry has stayed with the street department to aid in the changeover to a completely new street department staff.  Jerry has submitted his letter of retirement for the end of 2017, if the council will approve continuing to pay city share of his family health insurance thru the month of May 2018.   Motion to accept Jerry Prestin’s letter of retirement for December 29, 2017, and approve continuing to the pay the city share of his family health premium thru the May 2018, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.  The council thanks Jerry for his years of service and his willingness to assist us thru this transition period.
4. Immanuel Lutheran Church October Fest Event – Scott Johnson Immanuel Principal, shared information about holding an OctoberFest in Lakefield.  The festival is hoped to include a small parade, a vendor show and a beer garden.  Motion to approve the temporary liquor license in the North City Park on September 30, 2017, made by Bakalyar/Monson, all yes, motion carried.   Council directed staff to work with the OctoberFest committee for details of the event permit.  The event permit will be presented to the council at the September 5, 2017, meeting for consideration of approval.
5. Additional Electric Work on Liquor Store Sign – Motion to approve the addition of a switch controlled outlet on the sign pole for the future installation of an Open/Closed sign made by Hall/Bakalyar, all yes, motion carried.  The additional work is estimated to cost $250.

OTHER BUSINESS
1. Dog Impound Facility – Chief Konechne shared with the council that Jill Leen will no longer board stray dogs for the City of Lakefield (or the City of Jackson).  Chief Konechne is looking for an option.  The council asked staff to look at creating a holding facility in Lakefield.  The information will be brought to the council at a future meeting.
2. Storm sewer replacement discussion for alley at Milwaukee and Menage – Removed from the agenda as additional information will be needed concerning the sanitary sewer that runs under this alley.  Staff will bring back to the council at a later date for consideration.  This may be more feasible added to a future street project.
3. Public Utilities Discussion Information concerning utility billings renters/landlords – Mayor Rossow inquired if the council would support an ordinance that would require the landlord to remain responsible for the utility billing for all properties.  The council supports this and an ordinance will be presented at a later date after review by the Lakefield Public Utilities Commission.
