Dale Durheim – Has lived in the home for 20 years.  In the past 3” or more of rain has caused issues in his basement.  Wondered if he could have his assessment reduced because of the past issues.  The project has repaired the issue and seems to be working very well.
Wayne Kolander – Driveway is not complete.  His driveway has only one wing on driveway approach.  Feels house value has reduced since the project began.  The value from 2016 to 2017 reduced.  A written appeal was received by the clerk.
Joe Huetink – Concerned about the boulevard grass.  Why on Reid Street did intakes not get put in along the storm sewer vs. all water going down the hill to the intersection?  The water has been taking the water at this time.
Engineer – usually the intakes are only put into the intersections.
Carol Buller -- listening
Janet Leighty – Concerned about the grass in the boulevard and what, if anything, will be done for the weeds.
Engineer – Working with the contractor about 
Bonnie Pomerenke – Boulevard concern.  Street sign concern, located in NE corner of 206 Pleasant St.
LaDonna and Carl Driggins – Boulevard concern.  Weeds in the soil that was brought in.  Where did the soil come from?
Engineer – the dirt usually comes from quarry site.
Trudy Ehlers – Has a “wire” that is remaining in the boulevard.  What is this?  A written appeal was received.
Engineer – will look into what this is
Diane Gerdes – Driveway did not get rebar in.  Driveway should have been put back as it was removed and her driveway had rebar in it.  Are alleys assessed to the property owners?  
Engineer – Alley is assessed if it is improved with pavement.
Connie Belknap – South side of her house work was done and it remains very steep.  Can improvements be made to make the property more mowable.
Alma Timmer—Asked about how/where the assessment should be paid before November 1st.
Tim Rossow – What is the rate per front foot for the assessment on 4th Ave N?  Sidewalk is on the other side of the street.  A written appeal was received.
Engineer – Each street is calculated on its own.  4th Ave N is $52.61 per front foot without additional driveway.  
Ben Rossow – Cost per foot?  Concerned about assessment for a corner lot.
Engineer – Assessment was double checked and is correct.
Joyce Lillquist – Boulevard concern
Jason Rossow -- listening
Emil and Martha Buresch – Boulevard concern.  Concerned about a hole left by the natural gas company.
Pat Steffen – Boulevard concern and broken limbs remaining in the trees.  
Wayne Schultz – Boulevard concern
Carl Driggins – When is sealcoating expected?  Expecting to sealcoat in 2018.  The aprons don’t match?  ½ lip between the concrete and asphalt.  The ground is not conducive to growing grass.
Engineer – Will review the condition of the asphalt
Diane Gerdes – Frustration level high because of the length of time without driveways.  She was without the driveway 10 weeks.  
Tim Rossow – concerned with an intake to take water from the end of Pleasant near the baseball fields.
Joe Huetnick – a tree that wasn’t marked that he had paid to trim was removed from the project.  Spent $700 for the tree trimming for a tree that was removed later.  
Mayor – contractor brought the dirt to town.
